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PURPOSE OF REPORT

To advise the Scrutiny Committee of the outcome of the Council’s informal Consultation on
proposals to use new powers available to tackle irresponsible dog ownership and dog fouling,
by making a Public Spaces Protection Order.

To make recommendations to Cabinet on the provisions to be included in a proposed Public
Spaces Protection Order.

To ask Cabinet to authorise the commencement of the statutory order making process
(including formal consultation) on the final content of the draft Public Spaces Protection Order.

SUMMARY

Public Spaces Protection Orders (PSPOs) were introduced by the Anti-social Behaviour,
Crime and Policing Act 2014 and can be used to regulate activities in particular public places
to ensure that the law-abiding majority can use and enjoy public spaces safe from anti social
behaviour. As such, they provide an opportunity to enhance the Council’'s enforcement ability
to respond to public opinion regarding dog fouling. This opinion manifested itself through
complaints to officers and Members, the Council’'s Household Survey, and concerns raised
through the Your Voice process.

At its meeting on 9th February 2016 the Health Social Care and Well-being Scrutiny
Committee endorsed proposals to undertake an informal consultation on various provisions
which may be included in a Public Spaces Protection Order relating to Dog Control, some of
which replace existing powers whilst others are new.

The overview of the consultation responses (summary report) is attached at Appendix 2. The
informal public consultation provided support for action against irresponsible dog owners even
though the majority of responses received were from dog owners themselves. There was
strong agreement with all of the proposals put forward, with exception of excluding dogs from
sports pitches where opinion was more divided.

The views of Health Social Care and Well-being Scrutiny Committee are sought in relation to

the content of the proposed draft Public Spaces Protection Order prior to seeking Cabinet
approval to commence the statutory consultation process.
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LINKS TO STRATEGY

The prevention of dog fouling contributes to the Healthier and Greener themes of the single
integrated plan, Caerphilly Delivers. Responsible dog ownership supports the Council’s
Medium Term Priority to promote the benefits of an active and healthy lifestyle.

Thee report seeks to highlight that the promotion and encouragement of good dog ownership
can achieve the following well-being goals within the Well-being of Future Generations Act
(Wales) 2015:

A sustainable Wales;

A prosperous Wales;

A more equal Wales;

A Wales of more cohesive communities;
Globally responsible Wales.

THE REPORT

Public Spaces Protection Orders were introduced by the Anti-social Behaviour, Crime and
Policing Act 2014 (the Act) and can be used to regulate activities in particular public places, to
ensure that the law-abiding majority can use and enjoy public spaces, safe from anti-social
behaviour. Whilst the Act allows local authorities to regulate activities in public places, the
legislation specifies certain requirements which must be considered prior to making an Order.

A local authority may make a Public Spaces Protection Order if it is satisfied on reasonable
grounds that two conditions are met. The first condition is that activities carried on in a public
place within the authority’s area have had a detrimental effect on the quality of life of those in
the locality or it is likely that the activities will be carried on in a public place and that they will
have such an effect. The second condition is that the effect or likely effect is likely to be of a
persistent or continuing nature, is likely to be such as to make the activity unreasonable and
justifies the restriction imposed by the Order.

Members will recall that in advance of proceeding to make a draft Order under the Act the
Committee endorsed proposals to undertake an informal public consultation exercise to seek
residents’ and stakeholders’ views on the following proposals:

Excluding dogs from all enclosed children’s play and multi-use games areas;

Additional requirements for putting dogs on leads at all times in certain areas;

Requiring dogs to be kept on leads in enclosed memorial gardens;

Requiring dog owners to remove dog faeces in public places;

Requiring dog owners to carry an appropriate receptacle for dealing with the waste that

their dogs produce (that is to always have the means to pick their dog faeces);

¢ Requiring dog owners to put their dogs on a lead when directed to do so by an
authorised officer on any public land where the dog is considered to be out of control
or causing harm or distress to prevent a nuisance;

e Excluding dogs from all council owned marked sports/playing pitches.

The consultation was open to residents and stakeholders for a period of 12 weeks from 1st
April to 24th June 2016 and was preceded by wide scale communication via the local press
and the Council’s website, social media accounts and newsletter “Newsline”. Communication
continued through a variety of media throughout the consultation period with a view to raising
awareness of the consultation and increasing the response rate.

The key consultation tool was a questionnaire (Appendix 1). This was made available
bilingually to residents for online completion via the Council’s Website and shared on social
media. The survey was also provided in paper format at some key Council venues and paper
and alternative formats were available on request.
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Stakeholder groups were contacted directly via e-mail or in writing and invited to respond to
the survey. Those contacted include the Kennel Club, Dogs Trust, RSPCA, Farmers Unions,
Horse Society, Open Spaces Society, Ramblers, Parent Network, and Welsh Language
groups, Voluntary Sector, Community Safety networks and all Head Teachers for the attention
of parents. Members of the Youth and Junior Forums as well as young people at Youth Clubs
from across the county borough were supported in completing the survey in a workshop
setting.

A total of 456 questionnaires were completed online. Eighty-two young people aged 9-11
attended the Junior Forum meeting and eighty-nine 11-20 year olds completed the survey. A
number of additional written responses were received from individuals and stakeholders. Of
those who responded to the survey, 92% identified themselves as residents. An Assembly
Member, a small number of elected members, business people and those representing a
charity or organisation plus those who visit the county borough also completed the survey.
65% of those who responded were dog owners.

The full (redacted) consultation responses are included at Appendix 3 with a summary at
Appendix 2. Set out below is an overview of responses received in respect of each proposal
with recommendations in relation to the proposed content of the draft Order for members’
consideration.

Excluding dogs from Children’s Play Areas and Multi Use Games Areas

The consultation covered all enclosed children’s playing area and multi use games areas
within the County Borough. 88% of survey respondents agreed with this proposal as did most
members of the Youth Forum and Junior Forum. The health and safety of the children and
families using these facilities was the underlying issue within the responses received. Of those
who disagreed, there were a number of comments about ensuring enforcement of legislation
and educating irresponsible dog owners.

The Council currently excludes dogs from all enclosed children’s play areas and multi use
games areas (MUGAs) within the County Borough under existing Dog Control Orders and is
proposing to continue with thin the proposed draft Order. A list of all the enclosed children’s
play areas /IMUGASs are in Appendix 4.

Proposal

It is recommended that a draft Order is progressed to include a provision which makes it an
offence to allow dogs onto all enclosed children's play areas and multi-use games areas within
the County Borough. We believe that this is a proportionate response required to protect
young children.

Dogs on Leads in Enclosed Memorial Gardens

The proposal to require that dogs are put on leads at all times in enclosed memorial gardens
was supported by 91% of survey respondents. Responses emphasised the need for respect.
Youth and Junior Forum views reflected those of the wider public in relation to this proposal.
Of the few objections concern was expressed that the actions of a few were affecting
responsible dog owners.

Proposal

It is recommended that a draft Order is progressed to include a provision requiring dogs to be
put on leads at all times in enclosed memorial gardens in the County. We believe that this is
proportionate response. The memorial gardens included in this proposal are listed in
Appendix 4.
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Dog Fouling

Currently the issue of dog fouling is addressed through the Dogs (Fouling of Land) Act 1996,
however the offence under this Act only covers certain designated land and therefore does not
apply universally to all public land in the County Borough. PSPQ’s provide for a more wide
ranging application of controls it may introduce such as dog fouling and may apply to all public
places in the County Borough. This means a place to which the public or any section of the
public have access on payment or otherwise as of right or by virtue of express or implied
permission.

The consultation outcome showed that 98% of those who responded to the survey agreed
with the proposal to continue existing powers that makes it an offence for a person in charge
of a dog to fail to clean up its faeces. Youth and Junior Forum views reflected those of the
wider public in relation to this proposal.

It therefore remains evident from the consultation outcome that the failure to “pick up” after a
dog has fouled is an important issue in the local environment generally, which has detrimental
effect on the quality of life. The problem is likely to continue in nature unless the issue is
addressed.

Proposal

It is recommended that a draft Order is progressed to include a provision requiring people to
clean up after their dogs on all public land in the county, which is justified and is a
proportionate and balanced response to the dog fouling problems in the county.

Carrying an Appropriate Receptacle

The consultation resulted in 92% of respondents agreeing with the proposal to introduce a
new offence that would require dog walkers to carry an appropriate receptacle for dealing with
the waste that their dog or dogs produce. RSPCA Cymru believed it would help to improve
responsible dog ownership. Again, Youth and Junior Forum views reflected those of the wider
public in relation to this proposal.

Whilst there was general overall agreement, a number of respondents felt that this would be
difficult to enforce and that more dog waste bins would be required or that bins would need to
be emptied more regularly. It was also felt that this proposal would need to be part of an
effective communication campaign to ensure responsible dog owners are reminded to carry a
supply of appropriate receptacles with them.

The Kennel Club raised concerns over this issue. They expressed the view that it would be
perfectly plausible that this proposal would perversely incentivise dog walkers not to pick up.
The example given was of an individual who witnessed their dog fouling and realising they
were down to their final bag. A decision would result to retain their means to pick up and avoid
being caught for not having a receptacle if approached or to pick up. They also raised the
example of dog owners who would tie a bag to the lead without any intention of ever using it.
Dog owners are expected to pick up after their dogs and it is reasonable to expect that when
out with their dog they would have the means to be able to do so.

In consultation with Legal Services consideration can be given to including a definition of
“appropriate receptacle” within the Order so as to minimise the potential for legal challenges in
future.

Proposal

It is recommended that a draft order is progressed to include a provision to require a person in
charge of a dog to carry an appropriate receptacle for dealing with the waste that their dog or

dogs produce, within the County Borough. We believe that this is proportionate response and
will help improve responsible dog ownership.

Dogs on Leads by Direction

Of those who responded to the survey, 92% agreed with the proposal to make it an offence to
fail to put a dog on a lead when directed to do so by an authorised officer where the dog is
considered to be out of control or causing alarm or distress or to prevent a nuisance. It would
allow responsible dog owners who had their dogs under control to exercise their dogs whilst
allowing the local authority powers to restrict those not under control. Youth and Junior Forum
views reflected those of the wider public in relation to this proposal.

Proposal

Due to the consistent consultation response it is recommended that a draft order is
progressed to include a County-wide provision requiring dogs to be placed on a lead when
directed to do so by an authorised officer of no more than two meters in length where the dog
is considered to be out of control or causing alarm or distress or to prevent a nuisance. This is
a fair, proportionate and balanced means of dealing with dog control issues as they occur,
whilst allowing people to exercise their dogs off a lead provided that they are under control
and not causing a nuisance.

Additional requirements for putting dogs on leads at all times in certain areas.

Of those who responded to the survey only 43% believed that other areas should be included.
Examples included all public spaces, paths alongside public highways, canal tow paths and
cycle ways. On review it is considered that of the areas highlighted, the provision in respect of
dog fouling and putting dogs on leads by direction will address those concerns.

Proposal

It is therefore proposed to rely on the “dog fouling” and “dogs on lead by direction” provisions
proposed above to address any dog fouling problems and dogs not properly controlled. We
will be able to monitor to see how well they work, and to gather evidence to support the need
for any further restrictions. If necessary, further PSPOs could be made in the future to address
any ongoing problems.

Excluding dogs from all council owned marked sports/playing pitches

Of those who completed the survey 54% agreed with the proposal to introduce a new
requirement that makes it an offence to allow dogs onto all marked sports playing pitches
owned by Caerphilly CBC, with 46% of respondents against. The proposal was supported by
local sports clubs. Youth Forum views agreed with the proposal to introduce the requirement.
Amongst those in disagreement with the proposal, a number of issues were raised including
the lack of an alternative open space for dogs to run off leads, and difficulty enforcing the
proposal.

A number of older and disabled people disagreed with the proposal and cited age and mobility
as reason. It was suggested that these are some of the few areas they can access easily and
safely. In areas where park and sports fields share the same boundaries it would be quite
easy for their dog to stray across the line of a marked playing field thus leaving them open to
action.

The Kennel Club did not support proposals to introduce blanket restrictions on dog walkers
accessing public open space as dog owners are required to provide their dogs with daily
exercise and ask the authority to consider a seasonal restriction to allow dogs to exercise on
playing fields when they are not in use. The Kennel Club also noted that compliance with such
an order can be difficult for a dog walker if there are no boundaries around the playing field as
when exercising their dogs off lead, dogs will not recognise the difference between playing

fields and other grassed areas. RSPCA Cymru would like to see proper enforcement, using
the other powers contained within this PSPO, to target and tackle the dog fouling in these
areas and to encourage better dog ownership of offenders.

The Kennel club also raised the point that dog owners are required under the Animal Welfare
Act 2006 to provide for the welfare needs of their animals and this includes providing the
necessary amount of exercise each day. Their ability to meet this requirement would be
greatly affected by the amount of publicly accessible parks and other public spaces in the area
where dogs could be exercised without restrictions. It was highlighted that this part of the
Animal Welfare Act was included in the statutory guidance produced on the use of PSPOs.

Owners may feel the need to keep dogs on leads simply to avoid the risk of them inadvertently
straying onto pitches or they may avoid the adjoining open space areas all together.

4.15.3 The presence of dog faeces on sports pitches is a potential health hazard to all members of

the public using those pitches. However one of the difficulties introducing exclusions that
apply to marked sports pitches is that many of them are not enclosed. The positions of the
pitches within a park can change during the year or from one year to the next, and pitch
markings are not maintained all year round. During the closed season, the posts on football
fields are removed and these areas revert to being public open spaces. Officers within Public
Services have advised that rugby and football pitches would be deemed to be marked from
the first Saturday in August to the last Sunday in May. Cricket pitches first week in May to the
second Sunday in September. As such any proposed restrictions would be seasonal
according to the type of pitch being used.

Participating in sport on a pitch where dog fouling is present is unpleasant and unhygienic.
Dog fouling is a health hazard and can lead to toxocariasis in humans. Toxocariasis is caused
by a parasite that can live in dogs’ digestive systems. Eggs are released in the faeces of
infected animals and contaminated soil. If someone ingests infected material, the eggs may
hatch into larvae and can lead to toxocariasis. A list of the council owned sports pitches by
reference to rugby football and cricket pitches are listed in appendix 4.

Proposal

It is recommended that a draft order is progressed to exclude dogs from marked sports
pitches within the County Borough on a seasonal basis according to the specific uses
identified above.

Conclusion

Based on the information set out above Members are asked to consider and recommend to
Cabinet that it is recommended that a public space protection order is drafted to include the
following provisions and taken on to the formal statutory process (including formal
consultation).

¢ Excluding dogs from enclosed children’s plays and multi-use game areas as defined in
Appendix 4;

¢ A requirement to place dogs on a lead in all enclosed memorial gardens within the
county Borough as defined in Appendix 4;

¢ A requirement to pick up after their dogs on all public land within the County Borough;

¢ A requirement for dog walkers to carry an appropriate receptacle for dealing with the
waste that their dog/s produce within the County Borough;

e A requirement to place a dog on a lead by direction of no more than 2 meters in length
when directed to do so by authorised officer, which could include local authority
officers, police officers and/or PCSOs;

¢ An order excluding dogs from all council owned marked sports/playing pitches on a
seasonal basis according to use as defined in Appendix 4.
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It is considered that the above proposals are a fair, balanced and proportionate response to
the current problems and addresses the views of the consultees. We believe that they are
necessary and proportionate in terms of the controls that they impose, whilst recognising the
right of dog owners and their needs for areas where they can exercise their dogs off lead for
animal welfare reasons.

Appropriate signage will need to be erected to inform members of the public and dog owners
if there is a PSPO in place in the area in relation to all the proposals outlined in the report. If
there is evidence that the above orders are not adequate to deal with the current problems,
the Council will be able to make further PSPOs at that stage to address any continuing
problems.

WELL-BEING OF FUTURE GENERATIONS

The Well-being of Future Generations (Wales) Act became law in April 2015. The Act is about
improving the social, economic, environmental and cultural well-being of Wales. It will make
public bodies listed in the Act think more about the long term, work better with people and
communities and each other, look to prevent problems and take a more joined-up approach. It
will have a significant impact on all Council policies and priorities and has the potential to
significantly affect the way we plan and deliver services and how we engage with individuals
and communities within the Caerphilly county borough.

This proposals contribute to the Well-being Goals as set out in Links to Strategy above, as
follows:

¢ Resilient. The proposals will contribute to a cleaner, safer environment by removing
the likelihood of dog faeces and associated environmental issues;

e Healthier. The proposals are intended to minimise the public to the exposure to risk
including the prevention of spread of disease from dog faeces and preventing injury
from dog bites or the fear of walking in areas where dogs are being exercised
without due control by their owners. It would also allow person to exercise with or
without their animals in a safer more controlled environment;

¢ More equal. The exemptions included will allow for all groups to be involved,

o Cohesive communities — The consultation process has allowed all persons to be
involved and will allow communities to be involved in making the proposals
sustainable;

e Vibrant culture and thriving Welsh language — The underlying objective is to enable
people to participate safely in sport and recreation;

e Globally responsible —The proposals are intended to improve the environment
within parks and all areas within the county Borough.

The proposals are consistent with the five ways of working as defined within the sustainable
development principle:

¢ Involvement - The proposals have been out to consultation where the views of the
public have been sort on all the proposals. The proposals are intended to improve
the area and make it safer for individuals to go about their daily routines without
added risk. The involvement of the public as a whole from the outset will create
ownership and participation to allow the orders to have a meaningful outcome. This
would include actively encouraging individuals to report issues and incidents;

e Collaboration - Outside stake holders including sports clubs, the RSPCA, Kennel
Club have also been involved and their views have been included in the
considerations to allow the proposals to be subsequently sustainable;

e Long Term - The proposals look to reduce the public to both short term and long
term risks relating to dog ownership and will seek to improve the living environment;

¢ Integration. The proposals contribute to health objectives through disease
prevention. They also contribute to resilient objectives by promoting and ensure a
clean safe environment;

e Prevention - The proposals are intended to minimise the public to the exposure to
risk including the prevention of spread of disease from dog faeces and preventing
injury from dog bites or the fear of walking in areas where dogs are being exercised
without due control by their owners etc.

EQUALITIES IMPLICATIONS

Dog Control Order and dog fouling legislation provides exemptions in particular cases for
registered blind people, deaf people and for other members of the public with disabilities who
make use of trained assistance dogs. Consideration will need to be given to the application of
these exemptions across the different proposals.

An equalities impact assessment has been undertaken and used to inform the proposals
resulting from the consultation.

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

The cost of producing and erecting new signage in the designated areas is estimated to be
£20,000 which can be met from service reserves.

PERSONNEL IMPLICATIONS

Temporary increase in workload to conduct the consultation and to develop the PSPOs.Any
additional restrictions imposed may increase the potential for staff to be placed in
confrontational situations. It would be important to ensure that the necessary training and
procedures are in place so that staffs are able to assist with the expectations in relation to
enforcement of these proposals. Increased workload for follow up enforcement requirement
when orders are introduced.

CONSULTATIONS

This report has been sent to the consultees listed below and all comments received are
reflected in this report.

RECOMMENDATIONS

It is recommended that members:-

Note the outcome of the informal consultation relating to dog control findings from the informal
dog control order consultation.

Endorse the proposed restrictions to be included in a draft order at paragraph 4.16 of the
report and recommend to Cabinet that the statutory order making process (including formal
consultation) is commenced in relation to these restrictions with the outcome reported back to
Cabinet for consideration.

REASONS FOR THE RECOMMENDATIONS

To protect public health whilst providing suitable amenity for dog owners and to ensure that
the council is compliant with its statutory obligations.

Summary Report

Introduction

Public Space Protection Orders can be used to regulate activities in particular public
places, to ensure that the law-abiding majority can use and enjoy public spaces, safe
from anti-social behaviour. A report, presented to the Health Social Care and Well-
being Scrutiny Committee on 9™ February 2016, outlined proposals to undertake an
informal consultation relating to the making of a Public Spaces Protection Order
relating to Dog Control.

Health Social Care and Well-being Scrutiny Committee agreed that a 12 week
informal consultation would take place to seek residents’ views on the following:

Excluding dogs from all enclosed children’s play areas

Additional requirements for putting dogs on leads at all times in certain areas

Requiring dogs to be kept on leads in enclosed memorial gardens

Requiring dog owners to remove dog faeces in public places

Require dog owners to carry an appropriate receptacle for dealing with the

waste that their dogs produce (that is to always have the means to pick their

dog faeces)

¢ Requiring dog owners to put their dogs on a lead when directed to do so by
an authorised officer on any public land where the dog is considered to be out
of control or causing harm or distress to prevent a nuisance

¢ Excluding dogs from all council owned marked sports/playing pitches.

Method

The consultation was open to residents and stakeholders for a period of 12 weeks
from 1% April to 24™ June 2016.

The consultation period was preceded by wide scale communication via the local
press and the Council’'s website, social media accounts and newsletter “Newsline”.
Communication continued through a variety of media throughout the consultation
period with a view to raising awareness of the consultation and increasing the
response rate.

The key consultation tool was a questionnaire (Appendix 1). This was made
available bilingually to residents for online completion via the Council’s Website and
shared on social media. The survey was also provided in paper format at some key
Council venues and paper and alternative formats were available on request.

Stakeholder groups were contacted directly via e-mail or in writing and invited to
respond to the survey. Those contacted include the Kennel Club, Dogs Trust,
RSPCA, Farmers Unions, Horse Society, Open Spaces Society, Ramblers,
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Countryside Alliance, Keep Wales Tidy, all sports clubs and societies, Town and
Community Councils, the Caerphilly County Borough Viewpoint Panel, 50+ Forum,
Parent Network, Welsh speakers, Voluntary Sector, Community Safety Networks
and all Head Teachers for the attention of parents. Members of the Youth and
Junior Forums as well as young people at Youth Clubs from across the county
borough were supported in completing the survey in a workshop setting.

Key Findings

A total of 456 questionnaires were completed online. Eighty-two young people aged
9-11 attended the Junior Forum meeting and eighty-nine 11-20 year olds completed
the survey. A number of additional written responses were received from individuals
and stakeholders.

Of those who responded to the survey, 92% identified themselves as residents. An
Assembly member, a small number of elected members, business people and those
representing a charity or organisation plus those who visit the county borough also
completed the survey.

65% of those who responded were dog owners.
Dog Fouling

Ninety eight percent of those who responded to the survey agreed with the proposal
to continue existing powers that makes it an offence for a person in charge of a dog
to fail to clean up its faeces. Youth and Junior Forum views reflected those of the
wider public in relation to this proposal.
“All responsible dog owners are already picking up after their dogs, those who
do not need to be punished”

"As A Dog Owner I Totally Agree With This, I'm Fed up of other people's dogs
fouling outside my house where I clean up after my dog."

Carrying an Appropriate Receptacle

Ninety two percent of respondents agreed with the proposal to introduce a new
offence that would require dog walkers to carry an appropriate receptacle for dealing
with the waste that their dog/s produce. Again, Youth and Junior Forum views
reflected those of the wider public in relation to this proposal. Whilst there was
overall agreement, a number felt that this would be difficult to enforce and that more
dog waste bins would be required or that bins would need to be emptied more
regularly.

"AGREE - However, this will be very difficult to police and/or notice whether
they are carrying the bags etc.”
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"As a dog owner I always carry poop bags for my dog and always have a few
spare if others need it. However I think more bins need to be installed within
the area and the existing bins need to be cleaned more regularly to encourage

people”

Dog Exclusion in Specified Areas
Children’s Play Areas

The council is proposing to continue existing power that make it an offence to
allow dogs onto all enclosed children's play areas and multi-use games areas
within the County Borough. Eighty eight percent of survey respondents
agreed with this proposal as did most members of the Youth Forum and
Junior Forum.

“it is a children's area, they should be free to run unafraid of dogs or their
mess!”

“Not only the hazard of dog mess - some children are scared of dogs and causes
distress."

Of those who disagreed, there were a number of comments about ensuring
enforcement of legislation and educating irresponsible dog owners.

Sports Pitches

Fifty four percent of those who completed the survey agreed with the proposal to
introduce a new requirement that makes it an offence to allow dogs onto all marked
sports playing pitches owned by Caerphilly CBC. The proposal was supported by
local sports clubs. Youth Forum views reflected those of the wider public in relation
to this proposal. The only group where more people disagreed with the proposal
than agreed was the Youth Forum.

"A health issue whereby dog faeces on a pitch is dangerous. Dogs and people
running, playing spirt are not a good mix."

"These sports areas are used by children and adults alike and when using these
areas can get their hands or faces in this mess. Have seen dog mess on rugby
fields etc!”

"As a local rugby coach for children it's an ongoing problem, not just with dog

mess but nuisance dog running into playing/training pitch which can be worrying
for both children and parents.”
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Amongst those in disagreement with the proposal, a number of issues were raised
including the lack on an alternative open space for dogs to run off leads, and
difficulty enforcing the proposal. The Kennel Club will not support proposals to
introduce blanket restriction on dog walkers accessing public open space as dog
owners are required to provide their dogs with daily exercise and ask the authority to
consider a seasonal restriction to allow dogs to exercise on playing fields when they
are not in use. The KC also noted that compliance with such an order can be difficult
for a dog walker if there are no boundaries around the playing field as when
exercising their dogs off lead, dogs will not recognise the difference between playing
fields and other grassed areas. RSPCA Cymru would like to see proper
enforcement, using the other powers contained within this PSPO, to target and
tackle the dog fouling in these areas and to encourage better dog ownership of
offenders.

"Dogs enjoy and require off lead exercise and this would reduce the amount of
safe places to do this. With the other measures introduced and controlled
properly there should not be any incident of dog fouling on these pitches”

"Rather than punish responsible people that obey rules and care for their
animals and the environment, you should concentrate on catching the
offenders."

"Most of the enclosed parks where dogs can run free within the town centre
also have parts of the ground marked off for sport. It is difficult to stop a dog
running onto these areas when off lead.”

"If dogs are prohibited from local playing fields, I believe it will cause a
substantial breakdown in the community spirit.”

Dogs on Leads

Of those who responded to the survey, 92% agreed with the proposal to make it an
offence to fail to put a dog on a lead when directed to do so by an authorised officer
where the dog is considered to be out of control or causing alarm or distress or to
prevent a nuisance. Youth and Junior Forum views reflected those of the wider
public in relation to this proposal.

"Agree as even dog is friendly it can be over excited and children can be
knocked over”

"All dogs should be under the control of owners wherever they are”
"How is this to be controlled? Are you going to propose hiring sufficient dog

wardens to cover the whole county? if not the law will fail and be
unenforceable.”
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Memorial Gardens

The Council’s proposal to make it a requirement that dogs are put on leads at all
times in enclosed memorial gardens was supported by 91% of survey respondents.
Youth and Junior Forum views reflected those of the wider public in relation to this
proposal.

"Cannot understand why an owner would be offended by this, seems a
responsible thing to do."

"It would be disrespectful to do anything else but have you dog leashed"”

Other comments

Just over 180 people suggested further areas where they felt the Council should
introduce a requirement for dogs to be kept on a lead. A number suggested that
areas close to schools, town centres and along canal towpaths should be
considered.

Those with physical disabilities and older people with mobility issues raised concerns
over restricting their ability to exercise dogs if dogs were not allowed off leads in
local parks.

"These proposals do not affect me as such, but could be considered
discriminatory against various groups with reduced mobility issues due to placing
undue restrictions on where dogs can be exercised.”

Summary

There was strong agreement with all of the proposals put forward, with exception of
excluding dogs from sports pitches where opinion was divided. Where there was
agreement, concerns were raised over resources available for enforcement, without
which, any changes to the law could become meaningless.
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As highlighted in the graph below, there was a significant difference in the response
of dog owners and those who do not own dogs, particularly in relation to excluding
dogs from sports pitches.

A dog has no place in a children's play area unless they are a trained assistance dog. Children are vulnerable to dog attacks, as
we have seen from recent news reports of an out of control dog running amok in a play area resulting in several nasty bites.

A dog in a children's play area will inevitably befoul it. This is not only unpleasant but also carries a health risk which can

sometimes be dangerous. Children sit on and place their hands on the ground.

trained.

There is plenty of space outside of such exclusion areas for dog owners to walk and this keeps kids safe

This is fair enough. It's only sensible for children to have their own areas to play safely. While penned in there they can't goad or

tease dogs while their negligent parents ignore their anti-social behaviour

This is selective and discriminatory: you are basing your argument on bias and a minority. You should focus you efforts on
enforcement of existing legislation and changing behaviours through education and enforcement rather than descrimination
against those who ALWAYS clean up after their dogs. You do not enforce existing legislation on a daily bases so there is no

"teeth" in your argument. How are you going to fund the enforcement of additional legislation when you can not afford to fund the

enforcement of current legislation.
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This places are for ALL users, even people with dogs. Many families have dogs & children, but need to have both under control
at the same time. Also you shouldn't be looking to EXCLUDE dogs, unless you take appropriate action to make places that are
EXCLUSIVELY for dog walkers & their families to enjoy. Lewisham council fences off area with large notices that says the area
is a dog walking area. All people can use it, but with the knowledge that there dogs in that particular area. You could extend it

with a small children’s park that people with dogs can safely use with their children together.

Whilst | agree with the ban of children's play areas, | believe the multi use courts can be useful as an enclosed space for owners
to teach the dogs recall. this in turn will help to reduce the number of dogs causing issues to other public space users as it will
allow people to practice safely. the alternative would be some appropriate dog areas in some local spaces. also | think it is
important for there to be appropriate seating near to children’s play grounds so that parents with dogs are able to watch their

children whilst having the dog outside of the area

Whilst most dogs are harmless, even the nicest can sometimes be a bit boisterous and excitable around children, which could

unintentionally cause harm.

A lot of fields are mainly used by dog walkers so removing them would leave a pointless field or pitch. Great Britain is supposedly

a free country so why should people have their right to move around freely incroached upon in such a way?

perimeter of a playing field can’t see a problem with that. as this is usually the only places where dogs can have chance to

exercise when pitches not in use.

Agreed, but if the field has access to another route or walkway, dogs should be allowed as long as they are on a lead.

Allowing pets of responsible owners to have a good run on the sports field helps the pets to relate to each other.

Are the council provided specific areas for dogs to play? Where are they supposed to go to run around?

As a family we are fed up of continually cleaning football boots of dogs mess. Falling onto the ground during a tackle only to be

covered in dogs mess is nobodys idea of a paradise

As a local rugby coach for children it's an ongoing problem, not just with dog mess but nuisance dog running into playing/training

pitch which can be worrying for both children and parents.

As a member of a local sports team we have found a huge increase in the amount of dog mess that is being left on the sports

pitches we use. We have had to throw away sports kit because players have fallen in dog mess.

sports teams players have been chased, barked at and snapped at by dogs - teams pay for the use of the fields, and they should
have a duty of care to ensure that dog owners know that this is an offence. | realised that the council cannot stop all dogs but
this will send a message out to local communities that if dogs stray and cause a nuisance they will be fined. In a time of budget

constraints this may alleviate some of the issues faced by Dog patrol/pest control officers.

if they are on a lead and you have bags to pick up the mess then it shouldn't be a problem

the mess.

As | said earlier | see on a regular basis dog fouling where young people are playing sports

As | say above these areas are only used for a small percentage of the time , not a very efficient use of the resource. Why can't
these playing areas be transfered to local authority schools, they are not used on weekends or evenings so would be ideal. An
example is the newly built welsh language medium school on pontygwindy road caerphilly, they have state of the art rugby,

football, hockey, cricket and netball facilities that could be utilised by the community as a whole not just by school children

As the parent of a child who regularly plays football on CCBC sports pitches, | am all too familiar with the disgusting and

distressing results caused by children coming into contact with dog mess.

Because there are owners that certainly do not clean up after their dog(s).

Because this would include the main dog playing areas in Morgan Jones Park

Being a member of the local rugby club, we have to carry out a thorough search of the playing fields before every game to check

for dog mess, and we regularly have to clean it away before the game can be played.

Building of houses is taking away some existing locations for dog walking. Dogs need places to walk, run and play. Dog owners
like us also pay our council tax just like parents. What about parents who want to play with their children and pet dog in an open
space. The ruling needs to follow that of the seaside - some beaches are dog friendly while others are not. Thus some areas

would be dog friendly while others would just be for human beings.

But not out of season only when the veils is marked for sport
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CCBC needs to provide small areas for dog toilet purposes - no need to spend a lot of money - just something simple (enclosed)

and with e.g. sand

Children and teams should be able to play without the worry of dogs mess.

Children can be affected by the mess dogs make and sport fields are for children not dogs.

Children play on these areas & we should not fear them falling into gog faeces

Children playing sports may fall and land where a dog has fouled and pick up germs.

Children should be able to play safely

Definitely not. This would take away the privilege of walking your dog on most grassed areas in the Caerphilly area. This

discriminates against dog owners where this is the only form of exercise and social interaction.

depends on the definition of marked pitches as there are a number of pitches which are regular walking sites with no appropriate

replacements locally, for example the pitches in Morgan jones park and where the big cheese is held

Disagree - dog owners are also families and should not be exlcuded from areas

Dog faeces a health hazard. Impossible to keep these areas dog poo free - some members of public ignore all notices.

Dog fouling is a significant health hazard to sports players.

Dog mess on Morgan jones sports field my son has stepped in. Dogs running free off leads, my son was scared for a long time as
on more than one occasion a dog had bounded towards him and jumped up licking him nearly knocked him over and muddied his
coat etc. Owners either didnt say anything or said its ok their friendly, that doesnt mean | want them jumping at my son who was
scared, or for him to be covered in mud, and what if the dog wasnt friendly. | have also had a dog barking trying to nibble my

ankles. | am a previous dog owner before | had children but we always kept them on a lead.

Dog walkers use the proposed areas more often than they are used for sports/activities! It is more often than not the dog

walkers that clean these areas on weekends too. During winter months | have not seen any sports played on these areas.

Dog walking in these areas increase the community spirit. In some areas of Caerphilly, rarely used football pitches are the only
safe areas to walk dogs, as the area is becoming overly populated, with limited green space available. As long as dog owners
clean up after their dog, | do not see a problem with using these areas for dog walking. And from experience there is much more
rubbish left by weekend football/ rugby games than the ample number of dog walkers that use the field on a daily basis. Also,
people feel they are being pushed into walking their dogs locally since the parking charge was applied to popular local dog
walking areas, such as pen-y-fan pond. If dogs are prohibited from local playing fields, | believe it will cause a substantial

breakdown in the community spirit.

Dogs enjoy and require off lead exercise and this would reduce the amount of safe places to do this. With the other measures

introduced and controlled properly there should not be any incident of dog fouling on these pitches

Dogs need a lot of exercise and room to run around freely, which cannot be done in the street. They need areas such as playing

fields in which to do this.

Dogs need exercise and can't get that on main roads etc

Dogs need exercise and therefore owners also get the health benefits of exercise. Caerphilly Borough should not be
discouraging this activity. Why are the majority of responsible dog owners being penalised for the disgusting few. A suggestion,
put cctv on every pitch and add irresponsible behaviour on social media. Identify, shame and when named send a FPN. The FPN

will pay towards the cost of the cameras.

Enforce the law re picking up waste with the minority of dog owners that don't clean up waste. There is far greater amount of

general rubbish left (particularly after matches) than dog mess. It is sensible not to let the dogs on the pitched whilst matches
are playing or in between specified times (but not all day/weekend). | often walk my dog whilst my children are playing football
matches etc but keep the dog on alead. With the number of safe places to walk a dog rapidly decreasing in the area, and as a
lone dog walker at times, | would be very concerned if this was to become enforceable. This penalises those responsible

owners who often pick up other dogs mess as well as their own if seen. Tackle the offenders instead.

Even if owners pick up faeces a small amount remains behind to contaminate soil. Also dog urine cannot be controlled

otherwise

Even if the faeces are picked up, there is always some residue. We have plenty of places where people can walk their dogs

without using sports pitches.

Even if they do pick it dog excrement, | don't want to play sports with my children in the remnants of dog excrement and dog

urine, it is fundamentally wrong.

Evidence on media has shown the dangerous effects of the parasites of dog mess.

Existing restrictions are sufficient. Additional sanctions will limit well being of dogs and dog walkers. Green areas are already

being taken away for residential and industrial purposes. Do not disadvantage us more.

Fair Enough Really As There Shouldn't Be Any Reason For A Dog To Be On A Sports Field Unless The Dog Got On There by
Accident like by slipping of its lead etc.

Families participate in sporting activities and dogs are part of the family. Responsible owners either won't allow their dogs to
foul on the sports field or will pick up. Why penalise everyone for irresponsible owners - need to be able to enforce the issue.

Sometimes this is then only safe place to exercise a dog off lead.

Football and rugby tennis and running track pitches are NOT appropriate for dogs to foul on when children and adults use them
to train on on a weekly basis and thus in contact with Excrement and urine on a regular basis that pose a health risk to contracting

worms, weills disease, and virus's.

For dogs to be happy and healthy they must be exercised properly. Stopping owners from using these open spaces, that are
already few and far between, would have a huge adverse effect on all dogs in the area.

| can only comment about myself but | often walk around the outside of the pitch and often watch a game with my dog there

doesn't seem to be a problem on our pitch, most incidents I've seen are people with dogs from outside the area.
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| can understand why they are thinking along these lines but it is limiting the areas where dogs can run free (but still under

control).

The park is a very well used social meeting ground
for dogs and owners alike and | would oppose the proposal to ban dogs from the areas outlined. | always try to keep my dog off
the football pitch and exercise her on the other areas of the park. | hope that this initial proposal is not the thin end of the wedge
whereby various groups of individuals are banned/stopped from activities in the parks resulting in the parks being underused and

subsequently sold off for development

| strongly agree with this proposal. At the park in Bargoed we often have to check the playing surface for dog faeces before
games. Notwithstanding this is a very unpleasant task, it presents a very real health hazard to all using the pitches. These pitches
are not only used by senior teams but also by youngsters from age 7 upwards. Dog faeces can cause problems with youngsters

eye through a worm infection carried by dogs. No dogs should be exercised on marked playing pitches owned by the council.

| strongly disagree with this proposal. There're a number of problems with this proposal. What is considered a 'marked sports
pitch'? Morgan Jones Park ......... has a large cricket and football pitch. If both are considered 'marked sports pitches' then
there will be very little room for dogs to exercise. This area of Caerphilly town has less available land for dogs to exercise and I'm
concerned that the Animal Welfare Act (2006) may be contravened if excessive action is taken to restrict dog access. Two well
attended meetings have taken place in Caerphilly town to oppose this particular part of the order. There's a strong feeling that
enforcement action needs to be taken on those irresponsible owners (the small minority) but this part of the order discriminates
against the vast majority of dog owners and responsible owners and should be withdrawn from the order. There needs to be an
acknowledgment there's geographical differences in Caerphilly Borough and the Morgan Jones Ward is more urban with less

free open space.

| take my dog to watch my children play rugby and football at the weekend and would like to continue to do so. My dog is always

kept on a lead during these games.

I think as long as the pitches are vacant at the time and are used safely, responsibly, not causing any disruption/discomfort to
anyone else, and all dog mess is picked up then it should be ok for owners to use the space to exercise your dog off the lead/play
ball. Dogs need to be exercised off the lead for a certain amount of time each day. my concern is there are less and less

places where we are able to do this. It's not fair to the responsible dog owners and their dogs - not everyone is a dog lover, but

dogs should have just as much right to enjoy their lives, activities and go about their day and live in our communities.

| walk my dog in the playing fields in Moorland Road every day ..... .l always clean up after him and never walk him when
football/rugby training is going on. There is nowhere else | walk him off the lead and | certainly don't take him up the mountain.
There is a massive problem with farmers letting sheep/cows down from the farms into the fields every year and the mess they
make far outweigh any dog mess that irresponsible dog owners leave behind. To allow this to continue and ban dogs from there
would be highly hypocritical. Only part of the playing fields are marked and they are not marked at all for some of the year so
how could this be policed. The Council do not seem able to stop people on quad bikes and scramblers from ripping up the grass

there so why penalise me for being a responsible dog owner?

i would agree if it is only the actual pitch but not if it is the surrounding grass areas. | also find that a lot of playing fields have a lot

of plastic bottles and rubbish left by the players and spectators after being used which should be addressed.

| would support items 1-5 but would seek an amendment to item 6. | would prefer that item 6 only be implemented following a
more localised consultation within wards, with residents and councillors before implementation. Where there is a great deal of
local opposition and where there is little alternative exercise areas then it should not be introduced. If there is consensus that it
would be effective, then it may be introduced in some areas. The views of local councillors should be considered key in these
cases.

is the litter the football and rugby teams leave behind.

If dogs are kept on leads and their owners clean up if their dog defecates on sports pitches, they couldn't cause much trouble.

Obviously, if a sport is being played at the time there should be no dogs on the pitch at all.

If dogs are not allowed on the playing fields where will we be able to go to exercise our dogs? It is very important for people to
be able to exercise their dogs in the park or on the fields, for the welfare of the dogs and also considering the beneficial effects of
dog walking for people, including physical exercise and socialising. Many people do not have cars and need to take their dogs
somewhere local. This activity is as important in my opinion as organised forms of sport. Most dog owners are responsible

owners and clean up after their dogs and should not be penalised because of an irresponsible minority.

If parks , playing fields etc were "policed", as in dog walkers being watched to make sure people were abiding by the law and
made to clean up after their dogs, there should be no banning on any pitch unless there was a game being played. All council

parks should be able to fine a dog walker who doesn't dispose of waste, but this means supplying more bins around caerphilly

If the area is not constantly in use and you implement the first two proposals this shouldn't be a problem.

If the pitch is not being used and owners pick up there is not a problem

If the pitches are for sport they should be safe and clean to be able to play sport!

If there is no sports taking place and you clear up after your dog what is the harm? Should this only be enforceable when the

field is in use?

If you always clean up and area is not in use at the time it's a great place to exercise dogs safely

lllogical

In my area there are not many places | can let my dog off the lead safely. The football pitch is enclosed and | can see far enough
to clip my dog back on if another person were to arrive. If you ban the use of fields for dogs then you must provide safe places

where dog owners can let their dogs run without a lead.
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In my general area, there are not many open spaces that are not council owned playing fields so | would have to walk a fair

distance or drive to allow my dog to have a bit of freedom off the lead.

In some areas, the main greenfield sites are dominated by sports pitches. Whilst it is possible to walk around them in many, |

am not sure this is the case everywhere. If all pitches had other adequate walking space close by then | would agree.

Itis ESSENTIAL for dogs to get plenty of off-the-lead exercise, and quite often the only areas large enough for dogs to run
around properly are where there are sports pitches. As long as owners are responsible as above and pick up and mess from their
dogs (ideally prevent them from fouling on pitches to begin with), | don't see a problem. This would be a reckless proposal which,

if went through, would have a negative impact on dog health and enjoyment for both dogs and dog owners.

It is not possible to fully ensure that animals will not wander onto pitches unless they are fenced off. In addition some pitches are
not physically separated from areas which are not pitches. It would be better to fence off pitches or use pitches such as those at

Y Gwyndy in Pontygwindy Road. The pitches there are fenced do not allow animals and are not used at weekends.

It is to play sport not for dogs to crap on.

It is unclear what is a marked playing pitch. There are a number of fields that are currently used for football / rugby that are also
part of wider green areas. Are you proposing dogs are banned from all of these sites when they are not in use for sports? Where

would dog owners go to run their dogs as there are no designated dog walking parks in Caerphilly as far as I'm aware.

It is widely known of the benefits of participating in sporting activities and there is currently a burgeoning obesity crises of both
young and old. Irresponsible dog owners continue to walk their dogs on spaces designated for sport. These fields are often
used by schools and sports teams who have to pick up and avoid dog faeces before use. Very often the faeces is missed and
football and rugby teams and spectators often are affected by faeces contamination on shoes, kits and skin. The potential
negative health implications are well published and known. Sports fields are not dog excercising spaces. Dogs can be walked
on non maintained land that is not designated for sporting activities any reasonable , responsible dog owner would consider

others and not walk their dogs there. They may claim to pick up the faeces but may miss bits and the ground is contaminated.

It reduces the likelihood of fouling on the playing pitches (no pun intended!).

It should be extended to all playing fields where players health are put at risk.

It should not be a problem if people pick up their dog foul and dispose of it sensibly. Fields are left unused for the majority of the

time & should be used by everyone, not just for a couple of hours for 14 kids to kick a ball around a couple of times a week.

It's discrimination against responsible dog owners. For many these areas are the main places their dogs are walked and most
pick up after their dogs. It's unfair to ban all dogs because of a few irresponsible owners. We are residents of the county too and
deserve to be able to use community spaces. Dogs are part of the family for many people who enjoy using the sports fields as a

family.

It's not fair that people who run sports groups have to clean the field before playing.

Limited spaces in the area where dogs can run freely and have exercise. My local park (penyrheol park) is a convenient place for
dog owners to walk and socialise their dogs. | have never seen any issues with regards to owners not picking up their dogs mess.

"lonely" place, which will attract unsavoury characters. Sometime the importance of dog walkers is forgotten and that there

presence all throughout the day, make crime less likely.

Sports fields should be there for playing sports and nothing else

Sports pitches are large areas and it is not always possible to find all mess in the grass before a game starts.

Sports pitches are owned by all the people and run by CCBC on behalf of the people. The proposal would ban ratepaying dog
owners from amenities that are used by a minority of residents sometimes 2/3 times a week. As such perhaps the Council

should consider charging users for such a private amenity. Parks are for everyone and dogs are part of the family unit.

Sports playing areas are not dog toilets.

Take direct action against people who do not pick up

The football teams leave rubbish and mess after a match. The dogs need to run and socialise with other dogs and this is currently
allowed to happen at the present time. obviously this does not happen when a match is on. Any fouling needs to be picked up by
the dog owner!!!l The dogs should be allowed to run free. Its is a social meeting place for dog owners. It provides exercise for

dogs and owners. the main issue is dog fouling and this is what needs to be addressed.

The council should peruse the people who fail to pick up after their dogs

The health hazard on playing fields has a big affect on the general wellbeing of the players

The only relitavly safe place to walk a dog in Rhymney is around our local park. The streets of our town are not particularly
friendly, with speeding cars and underage drinkers, especially Friday nights in the summer months . Our money would be far
better spent on actually giving us dog owners somewhere that we we can take our dogs, rather than trying to make it more
difficult for genuine people who care about our environment ant town. Has anyone thought about designated dog areas, where

you can actually allow yor dog off the lead.

The park is for all the community

The parks we use are also used for sporting and if this is done there will be nowhere in the local area suitable to walk our dog

The proposal to exclude dogs from marked sports playing pitches eg the area in Morgan Jones park penalises responsible dog
owners who do clean up after their dogs. There are very few places in the area where dog owners can throw a ball for their dogs
and enjoy a game with them. Also many older people who don't have transport to take their dogs elsewhere for a run use this

area. This seems unfair as the area used for football etc is only used during the season and is unused during winter months. Dog

owners pay Council tax and should therefore be entitled to use the amenities responsibly. Target irresponsible owners.

The reasons are obvious. However, these appear to be favoured areas for dog walkers. Who is going to police this matter?

Dog walkers prefer maintained public open spaces.

The sports playing pitches are water logged from September to May and not used for sports. It would be disproportional to ban

dogs all year.

There are many green spaces which are marked up as playing pitches, which only get used for a few hours on the weekend for
a number of months per year. | don't allow my dog into these fields whilst they are in use. however, when they are not in use, |
think it is only fair that dog owners should be able to use them. if more bins were provided around these areas, dog owners

would pick up mess. It may also encourage children and their families to put all of their rubbish including bottles into bins. The
basin football field is always littered with rubbish following a game or training session, which ruins the enjoyment for other users
of the field. 1 think it should work both ways, dog mess and human Mess should all be binned. Therefore if families are not going

to bin their rubbish then maybe they should not be allowed to use these fields either.

There are not a lot of open spaces to exercise your dog sufficiently. Especially around the town centre where | live. The only

open large spaces are the sports fields. Unless you have access to a car.

There are not enough facilities available to walk dogs and as a resident that pays for that provision (green space) but does not
use it for ball games | believe | should be allowed to use it for my personal interests which is walking and socialising my dog. |
think the majority of dog owners are responsible and if there is a tournament eg, will not allow their animal to disrupt a game

therefore | don't believe dog owners should be banned from the area.

There are plenty of areas in the borough where it is safe to take your dog and let them have a run around. | wouldn't see a
problem with responsible dog owners taking their dogs onto pitches but the minority can't be trusted to pick up after their dog so

this ensures no fouling issues.
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There is a football field adjacent to St. Davids Road in Pengam which is continually covered in dog faeces. There is a high health
risk for children who use this valued sports facility and it would be good if a sign was erected not to allow dogs near the area.
There are a number of alternative green spaces they can use for exercising their dogs. If dogs were excluded and subsequently

spotted it would be a lot easier to prosecute rather than wait to observe them potentially foul on the ground.

There is a huge litter problem on these areas anyway. Isolating dog owners is discrimination and takes away dogs right to run

freely in green spaces

There is a real risk to public health and specifically to children playing rugby on the marked pitches when they fall onto dog
faeces. The faeces gets onto their faces and hands and can be ingested through the mouth. This happens particularly when a
child's head is pushed to the ground during tackles or scoring trys etc. Dog faeces can transmit Toxicara canis. Information from
the NHS websites states...  Ocular toxocariasis: Ocular toxocariasis occurs when Toxocara larvae migrate to the eye.
Symptoms and signs of ocular toxocariasis include vision loss, eye inflammation or damage to the retina. Typically, only one eye
is affected. Visceral toxocariasis: Visceral toxocariasis occurs when Toxocara larvae migrate to various body organs, such as the
liver or central nervous system. Symptoms of visceral toxocariasis include fever, fatigue, coughing, wheezing, or abdominal pain.
How do | prevent toxocariasis? Take your pets to the veterinarian to prevent infection with Toxocara. Your veterinarian can
recommend a testing and treatment plan for deworming. Wash your hands with soap and water after playing with your pets or
other animals, after outdoor activities, and before handling food. Teach children the importance of washing hands to prevent
infection. Do not allow children to play in areas that are soiled with pet or other animal faeces. Clean your pet's living area at least
once a week. Faeces should be either buried or bagged and disposed of in the trash. Wash your hands after handling pet waste.
Teach children that it is dangerous to eat dirt or soil. Hydatid Disease (Echinococcosis) 1. What is hydatid disease? Hydatid
disease is infection with immature tapeworms of the genus Echinococcus in the intermediate host (sheep or human).
Echinococcosis refers to the presence of adult tapeworms in the gut of the definitive host. The species Echinococcus granulosus
(which causes cystic echinococcosis) is found in the British Isles. The disease may take many years to develop and to produce
clinical symptoms. This small tapeworm is found most commonly in the intestines of dogs (the final host) that consume the meat
or viscera of infected sheep (the intermediate host). Eggs produced by the adult tapeworm, and passed in their hundreds in dog
faeces, may be transmitted to humans by a number of routes. The eggs can adhere to dog fur; close contact with infective dogs
creates a risk of infection. Where E. granulosus is present, areas where dogs defaecate may present increased risks for children
or anyone in contact with the contaminated soil or grass. The egg hatches in the intestine of the intermediate host animal (or
person) and the early stage of the parasite penetrates the gut wall and is carried via the blood stream to various parts of the body,
especially the liver and lungs, where they slowly develop into hydatid cysts. In a person, the occurrence of symptoms depends on
the location of the cyst and its size — in locations such as the abdomen, where growth of the cyst is not restricted by anatomical
structures, it can grow very large and contain several litres of fluid. In a food animal, these cysts can be seen at slaughter and are
recognised as round swellings in the liver and lungs of infected animals. Human concerns Hydatid disease - How do humans
become infected? Humans can pick up the infection directly from infected dogs. People, especially children, become infected by
ingesting eggs through hand to mouth transfer of eggs after contact with the faeces or contaminated fur of infected dogs. Eggs
may also be passed when dogs lick people. It may also occur following ingestion of food, water or soil which has been
contaminated by infected dog faeces. Eliminated segments of the tapeworm present in dog faeces have been reported to
migrate some distance over grass or garden vegetables before expelling eggs that subsequently adhere to the vegetation.
Humans are intermediate hosts; they do not play a role in the biological cycle although they may act as agents in perpetuating the
infection by feeding dogs with infected meat and viscera. What are the symptoms of hydatid disease in humans? Hydatid disease
in humans arises when cysts cause pathological damage in, or dysfunction of infected organs by space-occupying repression of,
or displacement of tissues. Cases usually present with well-delineated primary cysts. Most cysts occur in the liver or lungs, but
can occur in almost any location. Cysts can grow quite large, but clinical presentations depend on the size, site and number of

cysts. Hydatid cysts develop slowly and may be tolerated until large enough to cause problems within the body.
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There is little enough space for dogs to be exercised off lead as itis. This measure would have a seriously detrimental impact
on the heath and well-being of the dogs resident in the area.The vast majority of dog owners are responsible, and pick up after
their pet. The fouling issue is due to the minority who don't clean up. These people are hardly likely to obey any new orders, as
they are clearly not obeying the existing ones. This rule would simply penalise the law abiding majority and do nothing to

improve the situation or effect the minority who ignore current laws.

There is no reason for this

There is nowhere else for our dogs to play, most of the Greenland has been sold for housing, just another piece of useless

legislation.

There needs to be better mangement of such areas, but to criminalise those dog owners who use them is unacceptable, they are,
by definition, PUBLIC areas, owned by all citizens of the Borough, and to exclude a very large group of citizens is not an

acceptable way for the council to manage these ares.

There needs to be somewhere for everyone to exercise their dogs without exception - the infirm may not be able to walk on

uneven ground or be unable to access the out of town areas with their dogs.

There would not be an issue if you caught those individuals who allow their dogs to foul in these places..There are plenty of

individuals who ensure their pets toilet in appropriate places and clean up.

These are often the only open areas for dogs to run and exercise in safety

These areas are often the only safe areas to let dogs off the lead as they are only used for sporting activities for a low percentage
of the time. More use is made by dog walkers which encourages social interaction and healthy living for all, not just a few football
team members. | am against this proposal. The council is already taking away our green wedges to build on as part of the local

development plan. Wherelse is there to go?

These facilities are for all residents of cbcc including canines. Most families take their dogs with them when watching their
children playing on these fields. Dogs require a lot of exercise and need space to be able to run you are considering removing

these facilities from the majority of responsible dog owners.

These pitches are usually not enclosed so, in order to keep dogs off they will need to be kept on the lead. This will cut down the
number of areas where dogs are able to be off lead. Instead of making it an offence we need to find ways to ensure that all
owners pick up after their dogs. Also we need to find a way to ensure all the spectators and players using the playing pitches

pick up their litter and using the bins provided before going home.

This | disagree with as most parks where people exercise their dogs also include pitches .As a ratepayer | am entitled to use
recreation facilities | have paid for ,sports users are just one group of people and parks are not set aside for their exclusive use .|
understand that dog mess is a problem for them and | would be happy if they were fenced off where dogs could not enter and

there would then be no reason for dogs to be exercised in those areas.

This is a policy well over due. Children and adults have suffered over the years from playing on fields designated for football and
rugby yet covered in dogs mess. Not sure how this will be done on all pitches unless a type of "cattle grid" placed around such

sites. Loss of sight or gangrenous limbs are too much of a price to pay for any individual.

This is long overdue why should people playing sport risk getting dog mess on them

This is often the only green space that is flat and available, particularly for the elderly or those with mobility difficulty. Clean up

any fouling yes, stop access no.

This is preposterous and totally unenforceable. Bearing in mind that dogs poo everywhere anyway what difference will this

make? What about cats? If this "requirement" is brought in presumably the council will fence off the "marked sports playing

pitches" so that no-one can access them. Or is there something special about us dog owners?

This proposal is long over due, The time's i'v seen dog owner's walking the perimeter of a games pitch with no interest in the

proceeding's taking place, And in a lot of instances leaving them of their lead.

This should be allowed providing the dog owner picks the mess up after them

THIS should have been done years ago the health risk to children is too high to ignore

This should have been introduced years ago!

This will penalise responsible dog owners by excluding them from lots of areas - penalising the majority for the action a minority.
Furthermore how can this possible be controlled . For example where a marked playing field exists within a larger park and a dog

is off the lead ?

This will restrict necessary, healthy off lead exercise for dogs.

This would be totally impractical and effectively exclude dog walkers from most public parks. Responsible dog owners visit public
parks in order to exercise their dogs off lead. Even where adjacent and suitable dog exercise areas are available, the best trained
dogs could briefly stray on to sports pitches prior to being recalled. The key to successful improvement is not further prohibition

orders but proper enforcement of existing bylaws.

This would be unworkable. Sports pitches in Morgan Jones Park are public land and restricting this large area would mean dogs
have very little space to exercise. It would be very difficult to enforce. It would discriminate against the vast majority of

responsible dog owners.

borough has a number of deprived wards and not everyone can jump in the car and take their pet to penallta to exercise them.
Again a responsible owner will pick up after their pet and not leave it on a sports field. so you make this an offence and put up
signs, very similar to the ones that state dog fouling will be fined, the ones that irresponsible owners already ignore... | do not

agree with this proposal at all...

We as responsible dog owners and tax payers have as much right as anyone else to use public services. Morgan Jones park in
Caerphilly , is used 365dys of the year by dog walkers the vast majority of whom clear up after their dogs. Our dogs need areas
to exercise and socialize as do we people and not everyone has the capability to travel to exercise their dogs. What is needed
is to reintroduce the 'parkie’ of years gone by to cut down on all sorts of anti social behaviour i.e under age drinking, littering etc.
As a trained health professional | am very well aware of the dangers of dogs faeces but | do not think that the majority should

suffer for the actions or inactions of the irresponsible minority. Also, what will the council do if we all refuse to comply? This is
something that people feel very strongly about, you may find that people ignore the order, if it does in fact come into force, then

you will have to pay someone to be there to enforce it.

We do not want dogs on playing fields

essential aspect of training. An enclosed pitch can be an idea place to practice recall & other training exercises with a dog,

which longer term ensures they have good recall & are not a nuisance to people or other dogs. During such training dogs are
there to learn not to empty their bowels & most of us know when our dogs will do this, e.g. at home, early into a walk etc. & can
therefore use such facilities without the dog doing this. Of course there are lots of farm fields in the borough, but these often
are quite inaccessible or contain livestock & are therefore not suitable for letting dogs off. Additionally, dogs need time off lead &
restricting this more & more raises concerns with regard to animal rights & to animal welfare legislation for me. | think owners

should responsible & offenders dealt with, not all dogs penalised & restricted unnecessarily.

Where are dogs supposed to go the uk is becoming more dog friendly as years go by.

Where are owners supposed to exercise their dogs? It's not fair on responsible owners and their dogs

Where else would | be allowed to exercise my dog? | have arthritis and since getting a dog it has helped my condition by regularly

exercising and going for walks on the playing fields. Dog walking is a leisure activity enjoyed by many so why should this be taken

away? We also have a right to use the parks and open spaces.
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While | think this is a good proposal | cannot see it working as it would require boundaries to be put up around park pitches. |
think it would disadvantage dog owners from using parks and may increase problems of fouling elsewhere. If there was a way
to section off pitches like there is with children's playgrounds | would agree with the proposal, but this would mean that dogs

could not be allowed off leads in open spaces.

While there are strong arguments for such a measure, most the local green land includes a designated sports playing pitch. This

would consequently prohibit dogs from open areas, which would be unreasonable.

Whilst dogs shouldn't be allowed on marked sports playing pitches when they are in use, | don't agree with banning dogs from

them when not in use. The issue here is about making dog owners responsible for clearing up after their dog.

The
dog spotted another dog (on a lead) across the road and immediately ran across the road and began attacking that dog.
Obviously, this is dangerous for both dogs, as well as anyone who may have been driving down the road. Had the dog been on
the lead it wouldn't have been able to attack and harm another person's dog, or cause a traffic hazard, or be in danger itself.
Yesterday, whilst driving down a 40mph stretch of road, a dog was being walked on the pavement. It was off its lead and the
owner was several feet behind. The dog was leaping around excitedly and looked as though it was about to dart into the road in
front of me. This could have caused a serious incident, whereby the dog could have been hit, and if | had had to brake sharply or
swerve, any car behind me could have collided with mine. | believe that dogs should only be off leads in safe areas with no traffic,
such as public fields, walking tracks & canal paths (assuming the owners are sensible, which most who walk their dogs in this

type of place are), woodlands, etc.

As a Mother of two young Children, and a Caerphilly Borough resident, | am utterly appalled at the amount of dog excrement on
the streets, parks and Memorial Gardens within Caerphilly. Further action must be taken by the Authority to tackle this issue, and
in my opinion, there is not enough Officer presence on the streets. Naming and shaming individuals for failing to clean up the
mess is all well and good, however time and time again | have witnessed people either ignoring that their dog has fouled or
picking it up and putting it in a bag only to leave it on the floor or even on a branch of a tree. More dog bins need to be distributed

in all areas, not just where a Caerphilly waste disposal truck can easily access as is currently the case.

If | was restricted to where | could take my dog,
my condition would return. This would remove the only leisure activity | take part in. There are also a lot of elderly, lonely
residents who | have met whilst dog walking and this would affect them greatly. It would take away their social contact. Dog
walking has a considerably benefit to health and wellbeing so these proposals would be counterproductive and may actually

have an adverse effect on health and social care budgets.

| have a heart condition and the local football field allows me to exercise my dog off lead with the help of a sling ball.

Why all these above? surely affects age and disability only!!

Why? Should have a religious belief effect how you walk your dog??
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Yes | am elderly and dog running freely can be frightening when they bound up to you and jump up.

Yes. As a disabled person | often use sports and playing fields to exercise my dog as they are accessible and flat. My dog needs
to be off lead so | can throw a toy as | cannot walk far. If | could not take my dog here | am unsure of where | could access. This

goes for many elderly and disabled people in the county. | feel it is a discrimination against disabled person and is something |

would pursue if dogs are banned.
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I would like to register my objection to the Public Space Protection Orders currently being enforced by many councils. | am a dog
trainer of 25 years experience and a multiple dog owner. Firstly let me say that there are some points that | am in favour of
such as greater restrictions on dog fouling — picking up should be obligatory (are the council going to provide more poo bins to
this end?) - and all dogs being walked on leads on any public road. There are several points, however, that are being brought
forward by people who obviously do not understand the needs of dogs or the dog/human relationship. Regarding orders to
restrict the exercising of dogs off lead. It is important to realise that a dog that does not have sufficient free running and
opportunity to burn off energy will be a frustrated dog. This will manifest itself in, at best a destructive and disruptive dog, and at
worst a dog that takes its frustration out on its human owner, sometimes physically. Dogs need to run and play in the same way
that a child does. Also like a child the dog needs physical exercise for fithess and wellbeing. To deprive a dog of this kind of
exercise is sheer cruelty. An owner should, however, be able to demonstrate his or her control over the dog when asked to i.e. by
recalling or downing the dog. Another point to be considered is that, should dogs not be allowed off lead, all dog sports would
have to cease as there is not a single dog sport whether it be shooting or agility or any of the range of sports across the spectrum,
that does not have an off lead component to it. It should also be remembered here that many parks and open spaces remain
safe due to the number of dog walkers who are out and about in all weathers and all seasons unlike the non-dog owning public!
Dog owners are generally fitter and healthier and have lower blood pressure than non-dog owners, perhaps you should be
encouraging more people to own dogs! Another point to bring up here is, should dog walkers be forced to go further afield to run
their dogs freely, they will have to put their dogs in cars and drive them elsewhere thus adding to the pollution and congestion that
we are trying to discourage. An important point, for councils with jurisdiction over coastal areas to consider, is, the impact of
banning dogs from beaches on tourism. A high percentage of visitors to our coastal resorts in this country do so because they do
not wish to kennel or leave their dogs at home. The majority of people without dogs go abroad where the weather is more
predictable. If dogs are to be banned from beaches during the summer more people will start taking advantage of the pet
passport scheme and will take their families overseas, as a result the income that these coastal areas rely on so heavily will
decrease considerably. | have noticed that councils are trying to limit the number of dogs that can be walked at any time by one
person. | believe that the reason for this proposed legislation is the growth of professional dog walkers who “walk” anything up to
20 dogs at atime. There should not be an overall limit on the amount of dogs a private individual can walk, as most multiple dog
owners are involved in a dog sport, and as such, are well aware of their responsibilities regarding dog fouling and control. It would
be inhuman to possibly have to leave some dogs in a hot car whilst walking others, which may be the only option for some
owners. Public Space Protection Orders that set the limit of dogs that one person can walk at under 6 are actually contravening
the DEFRA guidelines. Dog theft from cars is on the increase, while the police and local councils do not appear to take this
problem very seriously, for many people it has become not only a heart breaking and distressing reality but has cost them large
amounts of money and on occasion they have even been threatened with physical violence. However, the growth of professional
dog walkers means that all multiple dog walkers are being tarred with the same brush. Would a more sensible approach be to
license professional dog walkers and limit the amount of dogs they walk at any one time to perhaps 4. It is far more difficult to
control other people’s dog than your own. It is noticeable to me, a mother and a dog owner, that children these days seem to
be frightened by dogs, this appears to be a byproduct of so much anti-dog publicity that is constantly being banded around. Dogs
and children make excellent bedfellows providing simple rules are followed regarding common sense and hygiene. (Not leaving
children on their own with dogs, worming and hand washing). By removing dogs further and further away from where children
meet and play, we will soon have a generation of children who have miserable lives because they are scared stiff every time they
see adog! I noticed in one particular area every minority group was consulted about Public Space Protection Orders except
dog owners themselves. Who is stirring up all this anti-dog feeling? Do councillors not realise that having children and
owning dogs often goes hand in hand and many children learn responsibility and care in this way? These new Public Space
Protection Orders are being brought in by stealth tactics, the majority of responsible dog owners would be appalled if they knew
what was being proposed in many areas now. By the time they find out it is too late to do anything about it, this is an infringement
of civil liberties!!!! If you really want to know dog owner’s opinions on the subject take out a full page advertisement in the local
papers, voice it on local television and local radio. Only then can you say in all honesty that you have made people aware of your
intentions and given them the opportunity to protest. Your%@ﬂy 9!7 Burns (Mrs.)
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Add areas such as lakes and ponds.

All of the suggested measure are perfectly reasonable and | think any responsible dog owner would agree. It is important that
everybody is made fully aware of any new legislation and | would suggest that monitoring of these measures must be seen to be

done.

Although dog fouling is controversial certain individuals will always ignore the law it is unfair to penalise the majority of residents
their pleasure of dog walking.the actions of the irresponsible few will just carry on regardless as the chances of them being

caught is probably not high. But the law abiding majority will be the ones to suffer.

Any owners found to be ignoring/breaking any existing, or new laws , should not be given "second chances". They should be
subject to the full impact of legislation and maximum penalties imposed. After so many years now , there is no excuse for not

knowing their responsibilities under the law.

Anything that can be done to ensure dog faeces are always picked up by owners should be applauded. Owners who continually
pick up after there dogs should not be discriminated against. Cat owners should also be made to clean up after their pets. What

can be done about this?

apart from banning dogs from sports fields & the poo bag police | support most of the things that are being suggested, its
common sense. | manage a large tourist attraction that is pet friendly, before every school visit my staff have to go out and walk
the route to shovel poo off the paths, this is a daily occurrence. we have reported it to the council and requested that officers
visit the site as they could quite easily catch a large number of people, not once have they patrolled the site. | understand, | work

for the council, make your rules, good luck with enforcing them.

As a dog owner | take personal responsibility in the park looking after my dog and others around me . If the dog wardens were
to police the park from 6.30 until 11 .00 am they would catch the minority who are letting their dogs foul while they are either sat

in their cars, busy chatting or on the phone.

As a law abiding and responsible dog walker | am extremely disappointed with this proposal outlined by CBC and strongly
oppose the proposal to introduce a new requirement that makes it an offence to allow your dogs onto all marked sports playing

pitches owned by CBC.

As a local Councillor | supported the by-law for banning dogs in enclosed children's playground. | have also campaigned for a
ban on dogs on marked playing fields. More difficult because the fields are not enclosed, however, it is the responsibility of dog
owners to have control over their dogs to ensure they do not stray onto marked pitches.  To say, 'my dog will not listen to me',

is not an excuse. Possibly owner training sessions could be introduced as part of the enforcement procedure?

As a member of the rugby club | would welcome restrictions for the access of dogs to the playing surfaces of the marked pitches
throughout the Borough. This is essential to ensure that the sports participants in the Borough are safe and able to play on

uncontaminated pitches.

As a responsible dog owner | agree with most of the proposals, especially those relating to dog waste, all owners should be
responsible and pick up after their dogs but | do feel that the borough would benefit from having additional dog waste bins,
especially in parks and along river walks. An example of this would be Pengam, where you have to pay to park but then there are

no bins along the path and therefore there is always dog waste or waste that has been picked up but then the bag just left.

as a responsible dog owner | firmly agree with all the councils proposals,but | do think that we need more on foot dog wardens
and dog fouling wardens especially at night,a lot of people let their dogs foul in the darkness in the back lane behind my

house,also there is a problem up parc penalta where people just dump the poo bags on the floor tied to a tree or fence,and think
they are going to pick it up later it should also be an offence to dump it on the floor in a bag it needs to be put in a bin or carried

with you at all times not just dumped on the hope it will be picked up later.

As aresponsible dog walker | clean up after my dogs. Why is the law discriminating against responsible dog owners when horses

are allowed to foul without the same controls and stigma attached.

As a tenant in a flat sharing a communal passageway, | feel strongly that before someone in one of the flats is allowed to have a

dog the other tenants should be asked if they agree. Tenants that are allowed should be instructed that their dogs should be

kept on a lead at all times when they are outside with their dogs.
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As dog owners | do not like seeing dog mess left behind and it does have to be remembered that the majority of dog owners are
responsible and do pick up after theirr dogs. If the council are going to restrict areas for owners to go with their dogs then they
do also need to then consider dedicated areas for dog owners to allow their dogs to run free and enjoy the area. As parents as
well as a dog owner | feel it is important that we can have family time in the area whcih includes children and dogs together. We
currently walk our dog in the Showfield and respect the ban of the dog being allowed in the children play area but do then like the
fact that we have an area that we can all be together so would not want to find that on a nice day we could not take our children

and dog to a park or open area to enjoy family time because there are additional restrictions because we have a dog.

As | have said previously my wife and | feel that these proposals are a discrimination to an age old pastime that brings

responsible dog owners and their companion's a lot of pleasure and enjoyment.

As | said above, more dog bins

As previously mentioned, you appear to be persecuting the majority of very good responsible dog owners based on feed back of
only 2015 complaints and 40% of respondents in the survey indicating they had an issue. Exactly how many people answered
that survey? Maybe what CBCC should be doing is providing more awareness of what the issues relating to dog fouling are and
possibly providing classes as to how dog owners could become more responsible and obey the law. As said, the majority of dog
owners are responsible and pick up their dogs mess. If there were more bins (which got emptied regularly) available then maybe
everyone would pick up after their dogs. CBCC has some of the most beautiful countryside and parks which should be enjoyed
by everyone - that includes those from the canine world. If this is something CBBC is seriously thinking about, then the same
needs to be said for littering. The state some of these fields are left in after kids football matches with rubbish is a disgrace.

However, | doubt that anything would be done about that.

As well as looking at these proposals the council needs to look at the inadequate number of dog bins in the borough and also how
frequently they are emptied. Several times | have come across bins which are over flowing with rubbish just left on floor and also

the number of walks | have been on where you can go for miles with no dog bin

Can we have more dog waste bins please? | live in mornington meadows, there is a grass area at the top of Heol Lewis that has
the bin taken away and it was required at the top of the steps not bottom anyway. There are many in Lansbury and as usual

Mornington is forgotten!

Can't stress enough that, living opposite a memorial garden, that dogs should not be allowed when young children 'play’. Some
people think the memorial garden is a dog toilet. Some people pick up after their dogs and then put it in the normal bin - not the

dog bin. More dog bins are required.

CCBC should look at increasing the number of waste bins for dog mess particularly in areas where the walking of dogs is
common. Increase the number of patrols and include sports pitches. My experiences are that wardens tend to police parks such
as Tredegar (Risca) Pontymister Recreation Ground and Waunfawr Park however areas like Longnridge, Fernlea and Ty-Isaf
don't get the same level of policing. Grreater broadcasting of fines and prosecutions of dog owners who haven't complied with

currently regulations

Child/Adult safety comes before any animal needs to roam sites designated for play. Caerphilly, at present, has ample space for
dogs to access without conflict with people playing on our limited amount of playing areas. St Martins ward has less than is the
required minimum for play areas as it is,. Having to clean up before you play just adds insult and does not safeguard those

individuals, as | mentioned previously it's the safety aspect that is paramount in my mind. By the way this survey was not easy to
find, as a councillor | would have expected to see this under News items and not for me to have to use the search facility. Can you

advise me where else this consultation has been advertised. Regards James Fussell

Children should be above dogs in the scheme of things.

Clarification is needed regarding Marked Sports Pitches, If the problem is that dogs are interfering with games, then you could
specify that all dogs must be on leads whilst games are in progress. On the other hand if the concern is fouling, then the sports

areas are no different to any other area within the park boundary, and should be policed by authorised personnel.

Completely unrelated to all the above, maybe the stated "persons in authority" should have the power to fine the players from the

said marked sports pitches who cannot be bothered to use the facility provided and urinate on the field.
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Consider that responsible dog owners behave in line with many of you proposals and don't need stigmatisation or addition
burdens to continue with what is by and large good behaviour. Irresponsible owners will not heed any of this and could probably
be dealt with under existing regulations. Also note that simply putting restrictions on available areas is only part of the solution.

Alternatives must be provided.

Designated dog exercising fields would allow non dog owners the choice of avoiding them.

Dog owners make up a large proportion of the constituency in Caerphilly. Whilst ensuring public safety and cleaner parks etc is
important, a balance needs to be struck for owners and their animals to still enjoy the green areas in the borough and feel they
can responsibly and not at risk of prosecution. Areas must be clearly signed if dogs are not allowed and dog bins in the area

should be maintained as this does encourage the picking up of dog poo and effective disposal.

Dog owners should also be fined for not using the dog waste bins.

Dog ownership is enjoyed by many, why only champion the negative circumstance of dog ownership - dog fowling etc? Surely
CCBC can give a more balanced perspective. | have dogs, they get me out walking in out countryside and parks on a daily
basis. My dogs are exercised fit and sociable content animals and | feel emotionally and physically well for the daily exercise
and social interactions having them brings. My dogs are micro chipped, collar and ID tagged, | carry poo bags and pick up.
There could certainly be an improvement in poo bin facilities. | allow my dogs to run free in areas where | can still maintain control
and | return them to their lead appropriately. | would like the control order to encourage educating children on how to behave
near dogs, - running towards them shrieking with joy is a response I've encountered many times, and it worry's me a lot, many

children have very poor dog sense and this leaves child, dog and owner vulnerable.

Dog walkers should clean up their dog faeces, why wouldn't you, if your dog is fouling clean it up. Its dangerous to children.

Dogs are companions for the elderly and other members of the public who are isolated. They help sick people. Denying dog
owners the right to exercise their dogs on Council land will amount to a breach of their human rights for companionship and

security.

Dogs need exercise and they are sociable animals. If they are stopped from mixing with other dogs they are likely to become
unsociable and could be nervous even vicious. There needs to be more boxes for dog litter and they need to be emptied

regularly. | suggest also that notices regarding fines should be displayed prominently in appropriate places. Ok

Dogs on leads at all times

Dogs should never be off the lead anywhere near children

Don't punish all dogs for the badly behaved. dogs need to run. off the lead. they need to be trained....

Ensure bins are emptied more regularly and maybe give away dog bags in local libraries.

Firstly, | would congratulate Caerphilly Council for having the foresight to have a public discussion on an issue in one way or
another affects us all. | understand that pre-existing legislation means that you do not have an entirely free hand in this matter.
However, | feel that if there is to be a discussion about dogs in the public domain there should be no preconditions brought to the
table. We should start with a blank sheet. We the public have a dilemma with dogs, some love them and find them a source
and comfort and friendship. Others do not and may dislike them or be fearful of them; there is no obligations for them to like
dogs. The question we should be asking is how we prevent dogs from having a negative impact on the public dog owners or not,
and what measures should be taken to protect the public from harm or disease? It is mortifying to see playing and sports fields,
where children should be able to play free from harm, covered in dog faeces. As with all things keeping it simple is a good start.
Dogs should be kept under control (on a lead) in all public places town or country at all times, and should only be let off the lead
in designated places. Whereas the current philosophy is a dog can be kept off a lead unless it states otherwise. This would
negate the need for complicated legislation and disputes about owners controlling their pet. We should also consider the health
and welfare of the animals. What can be done to ensure that dogs are happy, healthy, safe and in good hands. | would like
to suggest the following all of which to be paid for by dog owners. Licences; Compulsory chip/DNA; Education for owners about
dogs and dog behaviour; Training of the animal; Awareness of any legislation in relation to dogs - noise, fouling, control etc;
Appropriate places to exercise their animals not sport grounds or nature reserves; Bi-annual health checks. Finally, having

decided on a course of action, it will prove fruitless unless there are clear sanctions applied.

Also, owners need to
realise that they are the only person(s) responsible for picking up their dog's faeces, I'm sure they wouldn't like it if somebody

else leaves dog mess outside of their home or where their children play!

| agree to all the above proposals but would like to see more done by the authorities not only to combat irresponsible dog owners
but also vandals, vile graffiti artists, litter louts, a ban on glass bottles in all parks and other forms of anti-social behaviour in such

areas e.g. bad language, intimidation etc.

I am a firm believer in cleaning up after your pet however, recent walks in parc penallta has highlighted a problem. There are
insufficient dog bins in the area which leads some owners to a) leave the mess or even b) tie the dog mess bag to a tree or fence.

I am in favour of the requirement that only those who rely upon dogs trained by a prescribed charity for assistance are exempt

from clearing up their own mess

I am in firm agreement with the council on these proposals. As a dog owner, and the parent of young children who could be
affected by selfish people not clearing up their dog's faeces | believe the council are taking rightful precautions. There is no

excuse for leaving dog's muck on the ground when poop bags are so cheap and the council have provided so many dog bins.

| believe | have already responded once or twice to similar questionnaires/proposals and feel that CCBC are becoming an

organisation discriminating against dog owners. s this like the EU where we vote until we get it right or ignore the wishes of the

majority? 40% of residents thought it was a problem therefore 60% did not.
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I commend the council for proposing the introduction of these new dig control orders. However, | am against the exclusion of

dogs from marked playing fields, this is often the only area where responsible dog owners can exercise their animals. That said
I understand the health implications for sports users but this proposal is virtually impossible to enforce as many sites are in open
areas / parks. Please do not penalise responsible dog owners like myself for the actions of the minority who fail to pick up their

dog's waste.

| do feel that dog fouling in the streets and parks are a problem, but | do not think you should introduce these new rules just
because certain people are too lazy to pick up there own faeces. What about us owners that pick up our own dog faeces and tidy
up after our dog, why should we be affected? And don't introduce rules where our dogs can't roam free or have restrictions in
certain places, well beahved and trained dogs should be allowed to roam free in parks, don't let this affect us, responsible dog

owners just because of certain dog owners that don't go by the rules.

| do not agree with your proposal that dogs should be in leads on canal towpaths. | frequently walk dogs along a towpath with no
problem from the dogs, if anything the only problem is cyclists, not them being there but the speed they are going. Even without

dogs have had to move quickly out of way of speeding cyclist going down middle of towpath.

| do think that more bins need to be provided around cbcc. For example penallta Park and park coetir bargoed there are only bins
provided on the entrance to the park. Whilst | bag my dogs mess and carry it around on our walk until | find a bin, if your out
waking for several hours, this is likely to put people off and mess will be left, or worse, they bag the mess and then leave the

bag. Additional bins may help to reduce this issue.

| do think there is a problem with dog fouling in the area, often found along public footpaths and walkways. However as a
responsible dog owner, who ALWAYS picks up after my dog, | do not think it is fair for me and my dog to be punished for other
peoples irresponsibilities. | often walk my dog in Croespenmaen football field, and always bump into other dog walkers there. |
have never seen anyone who hasnt picked up after their dog has fouled. There is a great community spirit amongst the all the
dog walkers and its great to see the dogs interacting, as it is known that socialising your dog prevents aggression in them. If dogs
are excluded from this area, this community spirit will break down and if dogs are not allowed to interact in such a manner, it
could potentially increase the number of aggressive dogs. The pitch is used very infrequently for sports purposes, both organised
and for personal use by children and families, however it is used on a daily basis by dog walkers. If this particular proposal is to
be put in place, | think it is only fair that the council provide a safe area specifically designed for dog socialising (similar to dog

parks in Americal).

| feel that the council need to be mindful of all dog owners and cannot introduce a blanket ban on dogs in sports areas. Otherwise
an area specifically for dog walking of similar properties to the sports fields needs to be provided. In CCBC area we have a lot of
open spaces at present but many are not accessible to people with disabilities and mobility issues. Also there are many areas
that are used a lot by cyclists and again it is not always safe to let the dogs off in theses areas. Consideration of these things
needs to be taken into account otherwise fouling on the streets may increase and more accidents may occur on the roads if dogs
have to be walked on pavements. It may also impact on the number of elderly people becoming dog owners if there is no where
to exercise them safely and this will affect the number of dogs not being given homes and more elderly people becoming more

isolated and lonely.

| feel that the proposals are unjust and unfair. Some peoples only means of exercise is walking the dog, and these proposals

will make it extremely difficult to do this. Recreational fields should be inclusive, not exclusive.

| feel the Council needs to put up posters in parks and public areas informing people of the implications of not picking up after
their dogs and the disease they can pass on in their faeces to others. Dog wardens could patrol when dog owners are more
likely to walk their dogs. Education starts in schools and then hopefully take through peoples lives. Posters could also be put

up in GP surgeries, libraries etc.

I think that putting specific enclosed areas aside for dog walking is an essential part of encouraging people to use smaller parks
responsibly. It doesn't stop people using the area, but if you are someone with very small children or have a problem with
dogs yourself, you are able to go with the knowledge that dogs off a lead are in an enclosed area that allows you freedom of the
rest of the park.

I’'m writing this in response to CCBC'’s public ‘Dog Control Consultation’. I'm afraid that | am not filling in the form online as | feel
that the said form can lead to generalisations that the person completing it did not intend. Firstly, | wish to make the observation
that once again CCBC’s attempt at public consultation is so far below the radar that it barely gets off the ground. If it had not been
for the Kennel Club drawing attention to it, | doubt many people would even be aware of it. You have a publicity department
surely, and you wish for public engagement, so please make the public of Caerphilly aware of these consultations. Dogs bring
well documented benefits to the physical & mental wellbeing of their owners. They play an important role in society, from guide
dogs for the blind, search and rescue dogs, sniffer dogs, police dogs, and hearing dogs, alert dogs for epileptics and diabetics,
and assistance dogs for the disabled. And yet you seem to seek to demonise dogs and marginalise their owners, who for the
most part love their dogs dearly and are both responsible and caring. | am a resident of Caerphilly. | am responding to this
consultation as a resident. | agree the continuing of the existing power that makes it an offence if a person in charge of a dog
fails to clean up its faeces. But until the replacement proposal is clarified | would not be happy to agree to sweeping changes to
the existing status quo. The new offence which requires dog walkers to carry an ‘appropriate receptacle’ for picking up their
dogs faeces is reasonable. But responsible owners do this anyway, and the way of things mean that said receptacles are used
and disposed of when the occasion arises. The owner at some point may run out of said receptacles, especially if double bagging
the contents (as recommended by CCBC), and responsible owner or not, and even if their dog no longer needs to defecate
again, will run the risk of a swingeing fine, and/or a criminal record. | agree that dogs should not be allowed into children’s play
areas, but you have not stated what ‘multi use games areas’ are, and without clarification | cannot agree to the second part of this
question. How can you ask people whether they agree or disagree to two different questions? 1 find the thought of people not
picking up their dog’s faeces off sports pitches abhorrent, but | completely disagree with this proposal. It is discriminatory, and in
danger of putting some people at risk of breaking the law. These sports fields are in urban and semi-urban areas, and not all
people have access to private transport, and for these people these fields are the only places they may have access to for their
dogs to run off leash and exhibit normal behaviour patterns, play with and socialise with other dogs and people (Animal Welfare
Act 2006). This proposal will have the unhappy outcome of putting some owners of not being able to comply with the law. Dogs
on leads when directed — | consider this on par with laws such as it being illegal to talk on a mobile when driving; it may be well
intentioned, but as the law regarding mobiles is almost unenforceable, this proposal may be too. Putting your dog on a leash in
an enclosed memorial garden is common courtesy. Finally, | would like to say that in response to CCBC’s statement that you
issued 36 FPNs (what is an FPN? If you are going to use acronyms, then explain what they stand for), that is only 3 every month.
My personal observation is that 25 years ago, if walked the length of this street, | would walk it in the middle of the road, because
of the dog mess on the pavements. Now it is an exception to see dog mess on the pavement, not the rule. Times have changed,
and it is, | believe, down to three things; education, peer pressure and resources such as the provision of bins. Invest in these,
and the improvement will continue with the existing provisions proving adequate. You may question why you should invest in the
provision of more bins for what some may feel as an individual’s life style choice — owning a dog. | could question why you spend
some of my hard earned taxes on school breakfast clubs; surely parents should feed their children, not people like myself, when

| don’t have children— to me, having children is a life style choice, a hobby if you will.

If any of the proposals are confirmed; community needs to be properly informed of the specifics so mistakes won't be made.

If banning dogs from being allowed to be walk within these areas, which is used for the dogs to run and play in as well as their
owners to socialise with people the only area that they would really be able to use would be the roadside. Then why not ban
teenagers as well from these areas due to their anti-social behaviour as | personally believe that they can be a greater nuisance
than any dog can be. Which | know wouldn't be done as it would be seen as danger and a risk to human rights for them as well as
having to move them to other areas creating disruption somewhere else, then why should dog owners be penalised for having a

dog and the area their beloved pet can be walked in.

If dog owners are to be expected to comply with the existing and new rules, then it is only fair that the County Council reciprocate
by removing the parking charge at their parks. Parks are ideal dog exercising areas (as well as human exercising areas) but to

have to pay to take one's dog to a park is unacceptable, so it is not at all surprising that owners choose to exercise their dogs in

inappropriate places like sports fields and children's play areas.
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If dogs are off the lead, there should always be a human present. A lot of people don't walk their dogs, but just open the front door
to let the dog walk itself. This means the dog is out on its own and does its business somewhere and no one is picking it up. | am
worried that this issue is not being discussed at all. Where | live, on any given day, there are at least 6 dogs walking around
without supervision. I've reported some issues (one when | was bitten, one when a dog kept fouling in front of our house), but

nothing was done about it.

If I am not allowed to use areas by the council with my dog then why should | have to pay towards them? Reduce my tax... Also

put more dog waste bins in these areas to people have no excuse for not picking up mess

if people are to pick up the dog waste there will need to be more bins to put the waste into. dog wardens will need to carry chip
detectors if they are to correctly identify owners of dogs. why are dogs being singled out? the biggest cause of waste is people

who throw litter down - is anything going to be done to control this problem?

If the council are to put forward these proposals, then they need the manpower to maintain them, which at the moment there isn't.
The amount of dog mess is unbelievable. | have seen people out with their dogs and they allow them to mess and have carried
on walking, in one instant i told the man it needs to be picked up and was verbally abused. | have also seen people open their

gates and allowed dogs to roam free and dirty wherever. Something needs to be done, it's all well and good to have things written
down on paper, but putting them into practice is another thing. Doggy bins need to be cleaned more regular as well, sometimes

they are overflowing so people just throw it on the floor by the bin, instead of taking it home.

If the council keeps bringing in these rules and not being fair there will be more dogs in pounds it will turn into joy of having a dog
to a chore, where are there places especially dogs ie dog parks, in the uk we are one of the most dog unfriendly nations my sister
recently came back from working in holland and she said she loved it as all the dogs were aloud in the shops and everywhere and
she did say even though they were aloud everywhere all the beviour of the dogs there dogs alot better behaviour then dogs in the
uk. I think there's to many restrictions nowadays with dogs that's why service dogs do so well cos there aren't restrictions with
them it's as if your setting pet owners to falil, if a dog is not socialized and shown all different experiences when young and

If the council would make arrangements for suitable areas to be available for dog exercise, then that may be an alternative.

If thee are going to be restrictions on off lead exercise for dogs then | think it would only be fair to provide designated areas for off
lead exercise. We're cyclist and people who don't wish to be around dogs or those with aggressive/ unsocial dogs are pro
hrohibated.

If these public areas are not open to exercise your dog then there is no where to let them run free. They have to be allowed off

a leash at sometime

If you introduce this legislation what areas will you designate as dog only areas- as in no children? Because in fairness my dogs
are better behaved than some children and indeed adults. You are discriminating against the majority because of the minority.
Education and enforcement of current legislation is key, however | am concerned as to how you will a) enforce, b) educate and
publicise, c) fund the changes to legal requirements, publicity, enforcement, the cost in terms of people and resources is

significant, especially when as a council you are looking at cutting services. What will be reduced or stopped as a consequence.

If you want to "exclude" dogs then you must also make enclosures for "dog walking areas" where they are safe to come off the
lead and run. Caerphilly could have as many dogs as it has children, so both must be considered. Dogs MUST be exercised
for at least half an hour a day. There are many areas that could be designated "dog only" or "dog exercise" areas where dogs

can be taken by responsible owners and their families. Not everyone is bang next to an open area to walk their dog

In an ordinary terraced 1, 2 or 3 bedroom house only one dog should be permitted in such an enclosed space, also same for

small premises. Notices should be displayed in all the areas i.e. dog fouling and dog exclusion.

They don't have
problems with them being pinched or disappearing. | would like to see more dog waste bins around the area and also more

rubbish bins as rubbish is a major problem

Increase powers over dog barking in residential areas.
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Is anything going to be don about all the duck fouling around the castle, and on owain glyn dwr pack

it does relate to keeping dogs off sports pitches as there is the risk of dogs defecating but Caerphilly council need to start
emptying the dog foul bins next to the wern park nelson! They are always overflowing and people have just started putting their
bags on the floor now because you cannot get them in the bin! You also need bins on the cycle track between nelson and ystrad

especially by the pond and some more up by the sultan the grass pony! There are none! And bags are left everywhere!

It has become an offence to own a dog that is not microchipped. The dog of anyone flouting the PSPO should naturally be
checked. Repeat offenders should be subject to orders banning ownership of dogs. Also repeat offenders to be given community

service orders cleaning up dog mess in addition to fines.

It is a very few dog owners who ruin it for others. These people are unlikely to listen to any new rules anyway and it will be us

responsible dog owners who suffer.

It would be a nice change to see a local authority be proactive rather than reactive. Consider what is needed rather than what
seems like a restrictive solution, punishing ordinary working people as a result of the careless action of a minorty of people, which

are generally on the estates.

It's completely understandable that the local council would want to tackle this issue, and this is a problem because of a minority
of careless dog owners. However, as I've mentioned, the local council seems to be continuing to limit the ability to walk dogs in
all of the already limited green spaces in the area. What about working with dog owners, and also giving a little bit back to them.
As part of my job | have to travel occasionally. On a recent visit to Canada, it was a literal breath of fresh air when on a visit to
one of their parks, | observed the following; - A stand with free biodegradable poop bags, for the responsible owner, who perhaps
on one occasion has been caught short, as well as a water source for dogs -Enough dog foul bins at multiple locations. This
would encourage more owners to pick up poop and they wouldn't have to carry it around for the whole of the walk. It would also
discourage a personal pet hate of mine which is for people to bag up the foul, then leave it in the bag on the floor or in hedges and
trees which then creates litter as well. -Free parking. By introducing parking fees, and limiting areas without nothing in return,
the risk is run that you will have rebellion amongst the dog walking community, and people will actively not want to comply with
petty enforcement when there are bigger concerns. If these areas can't be patrolled 24/7, the problem will remain. If you give
people the facilities, the likelihood to comply could increase the chances of compliance. -Different zones in the park which clearly
identifies when dogs should be put on leads, are free to run or dog free areas. -It's worth noting that the park(s) are a lot better
maintained, with more facilities which | also assume is productive in the dog walking and non dog walking public taking pride in

their green spaces, and also getting more people in them...

It's the irresponsible dog owns that cause all the problems and we the responsible one's are penalised. The only way to catch
these people is to have your officials do random visits to these areas, preferably early mornings and evenings. When the dog

owners walk their dogs before going to work and when they come home. You would be able to pay their wages.

Just like beaches, zones within parks (e.g. Morgan Jones) should be shown as where dogs are allowed and where they are not.

Just to reinforce the strong sense of feeling that residents have regarding restricting dogs on 'marked sports pitches'. Two local
well attended meetings have been held in Caerphilly town that have been well documented in the press. These residents don't
object to the vast majority of the order, but the above proposed restriction. Dog owners | speak to love their dogs and care about
them greatly. Both would be very sad to see this part of the order come in. There needs to be tougher enforcement against the
minority of irresponsible owners. The welfare of the dogs and dog owners should not be compromised by this and the whole

community would welcome the Council re-doubling their efforts against this behaviour.

Let dog walkers know of local (within Caerphilly) places to walk. Tackle those people who still don't adhere to the current bylaws
instead of introducing more. Local football pitches are full of litter and fox poo (which my dog loves to roll in) - how are you going

to regulate this?

Living in churchill park, the back lanes are becoming a dumping ground, not only dog poop is a problem, but rubbish too. A
sweeper once a month would be a welcomed sight! On the path behind my street alone, there hasbeen a rubbish bag there for 5

months, can't say which neighbour as it moves house to house every week, and broken glass that has bern there longer than the

bin bag!!!! Side streets/lanes need as much attention as main roads do
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lots of people in my area allow their dogs to roam free, no-one is picking up their mess, so therefore they are being allowed to

contaminate the ground freely, if a dog is loose the owner should automatically receive a dog fouling fine.

Majority of dog owners are responsible people but there is always an element who give others a bad name. These are sensible

proposals needed because of the minority of dog owners who shirk their responsibilities both to their pet and to the community

Make Muzzling of all Dog's in Public Compulsory, It's the only safe way with the increasing public contact with Dog's

Making dog owners put their dog on a leash will not stop dog fouling but it will punish the vast majority of responsible dog owners.
Lazy, inconsiderate dog owners will still allow their dogs to foul, regardless of whether they are on a lead or not. Allowing a dog
free to explore means they get a chance to play and expend more energy, leading to a more relaxed, better tempered dog.

Punishing the majority will not stop the minority.

More dog pooh bins in areas where many owners walk their dogs. For example, caerphilly mountain, rudry mountain and all of

The owners who let their dogs run

loose and do not pick up their waste should be caught and prosecuted and publicly named and shamed.

So far | cannot see anywhere where it would be OK to take your dog off its lead. It mentioned earlier that there were proposals
to possibly have your dog on its lead on the canal towpath. | find a lot of cyclists are totally inconsiderate and do not slow down
giving you either enough time to hold your dog or put the lead on then they do not even have the courtesy to say thank you. If all

these places mentioned so far are taken forward, where is there left to let your dog exercise????

Some of these proposals will discourage dog walking which is recognised as an excellent activity for getting people active

board.

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The consultation has arisen because 40% of respondents felt that dog mess was a problem; this is a minority and not a majority.
How much of that 'dog mess' was in fact dog and not cat? | believe that the current consultation discriminates unfairly against
responsible owners, who are in the majority, and does not address the problem if irresponsible owners. There is legislation
already in place to deal with these, and this should be enforced. Adding another layer of legislation is not going to encourage
irresponsible owners to comply, they will simply ignore the new legislation as they do the existing. However, you do run the risk
of alienating the majority of owners by this action which, if enforced, is liable to be disregarded by more people. The
Consultation has taken no account of the many positive benefits of dog ownership for people - including, but not limited to
increasing mobility, social inclusion and the very many health benefits.

The council state "40% of respondents felt that dog fouling was a major issue affecting the appearance of streets in
neighbourhoods and town centres." If the problem is mainly "affecting the appearance of streets in neighbourhoods and town
centres." Why are dogs being banned from all these other spaces? The problem areas have been identified in the resident
survey but these proposals seem a little over the top and very restrictive for responsible dog owners. Don't tar us all with the

same brush, most of us are not irresponsible but it looks like we will be forced to suffer because of the actions of the few .

The dog fouling is out of control dogs owners must be made to clear dog mess up for health and the knowledge that you can walk
without having to avoid dog mess or even stepping into dog mess which is disgusting | dog walk my sons dogs so know it is very

The dog waste bins are not emptied often enough, sometimes they are overflowing which prompts the question if the council
can't be bothered to clean them, why should dog owners use them? You are creating your own problems by not emptying the

bins you are having problems making residents use!

The increased legislation will be a total waste of time unless there are more enforcement operative put in place!

The majority of dog owners are responsible, please do not allow the minority to spoil dog ownership for everyone. | visited family
in Yorkshire recently and the lack of dog litter bins was noticeable, however dogs were widely accepted as it is a tourist area used
by walkers and campers who are often also dog owners. Dog litter was not a problem and the fact that business's etc were more
relaxed and welcoming of dogs was | feel greatly appreciated. A positive attitude to responsible dog ownership is on the whole is
something dog owners appreciate and strive to maintain. Penalising irresponsible owners is not something the majority object to,

however restricting everyone would | feel be counter productive.

The maijority of dog owners do pick up after their dogs and are responsible when it comes to having their dogs on the lead at

appropriate times. Please do not restrict everyone as a measure to punish a few.

The parks and open spaces should be free to all residents to enjoy leisure activities and exercise. Dog walking is one of those

activities so the dog owners would be unfairly discriminated against. | am a responsible dog owner who cleans up after my dog.

| think the solution is to just police the very few who are not. i.e. on the spot fines for irresponsible owners.
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The people who ultimately make these 'strategic' decisions need to be on the ground visiting areas of concern especially the
Memorial Gardens which are being destroyed as a direct result of this issue. It is all well and good sending staff a few days
before Remembrance Day to ensure there is wire around the cenotaph for people to leave marks of respect, but not address this
huge issue. Why should it be left to non dog owners to clean up to ensure the safety of Children, and to honour the memory of our

fallen heroes on a day to day basis - this is Caerphilly Borough's responsibility and not that of good hearted volunteers.

The second proposal (re: 'other areas where dogs could be required to be kept on leads) is far too vague to be commented upon

The solution is not the exclusion of dogs from sports fields in public parks but the proper enforcement of current bylaws. | walk
my dog daily in a number of parks in the Caerphilly town area, and excluding fenced children play areas, the majority of people in

the park at anytime of the day are dog walkers.

The term "irresponsible owners" should be extended to include those who allow their dogs to bark continuously and incessantly
at all hours, even in private gardens, if they are within, say, 50 metres of neighbouring properties. The council seems to be

reluctant or unable to deal with this kind of dog-related nuisance.

There aren't enough safe places to allow dogs off leas

There is a distinct lack of bins in which to dispose of dog waste along cycle tracks etc. If these policies are to be
introduced/continued then dog owners need to be given areas to dispose of the bags. The lack of bins may be a contributing
factor to the amount of faeces not being picked up as some people may not want to have to carry it in the hopes that they MIGHT

come across a dog waste bin.

There is absolutely no point in introducing new laws if the existing laws are being flouted. There are already sufficient laws in
place to control these issues, but they are not policed effectively. Hence any new laws will also be flouted by the majority of dog
owners who are causing a nuisance already, and will be detrimental to the vast majority of responsible, law abiding dog owners

and their pets.

There is an urgent need for dog toilet areas to stop irresponsible owners using public areas. If there were dog exercise/toilet

areas provided then fines could be increased and enforced.

There is existing legislation in place which should be enforced. Adding further legislation will not lead to increased compliance

but discrimination against and penalise responsible owners. 40% of the respondents highlighted an issue, not a majority.

There proposals represent a reasoned, well balanced response to what has become a real problem within the borough. At the

end of the day public health and safety is of paramount importance.

There should also be a law to stop horses and sheep messing anywhere the owners should be made, like dog owners to clean it
up after them. It makes more mess than any dogs ever do and horses should not be allowed on any beaches. And you need
to put a lot more dog bins everywhere. Nobody likes carrying bags of dog muck anywhere so more often than not they throw

them anywhere.

There tends to be a pattern of faeces being deposited (i) Early hours before the owner goes to work (i) Lunch time if an owner
is home during that time (iii) After the working day - before evening dinner and after if it is pleasant evening for walking with dog
The action of these proposals is long overdue - and is going to be welcome by many people especially shop owners on the High

Street in Blackwood.

These animals should be on leads because of animals/sheep being attacked. Children being bit (as reported in many

newspapers).

These are all good sensible proposals, however | feel they will be near impossible to enforce and any fines etc issued will not

scratch the surface of the real issue experienced by the public, you can only enforce these rules if the owner is caught in the act.
Most of the proposals rely on the integrity and morals of the owner to clean up after their dog or not take it into restricted areas.
If you are the type of person to not clean up after your dog | feel you would be the type of person to behave as if the rules dont

apply to you. But i suppose you have to start somewhere.

These bylaws must be rigorously enforced and owners not complying should have the dog confiscated and be banned from

keeping animals
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These fields are not used enough to ban all dogs going on. Most dog owners pick up dog waste and it is a small amount of
people that do not and it's not fair to stop all dogs because of this. Anyone found not picking up after a dog waste needs to be

fined on the spot!

These problems are long overdue, good luck with your endeavours.

This appears to be looking to penalise all dogs and their owners due to issues with irresponsible owners. Are the council going to
be able to enforce all of these new orders considering that they can't already deal with the issue of dog fouling. 35 FPN's in a
year!!??

disbanded, the new authority will show a more non-discriminatory attitude to dog owners

This is not a rant against dogs or responsible dog owners. | actually like dogs but am appalled by the amount of mess on
pavements, pathways in parks etc. | think implementing these proposals will be difficult but something needs to be done and

probably should have been done earlier.

This needs to be a fair consultation with a fair outcome not a process with the result of getting at responsible dog owners. It would

be a great pity if we had to go to other county boroughs to walk our dogs - we too pay our council taxes.

Unfortunately there will always ignore any regulations. It is a shame that the thoughtless dog owners can spoil things for the

responsible ones.

Very difficult for borough members since most dogs are seen as families by dog owners. Dogs are unsuitable pets for urban

environments. Generally owners observe pick-up poo rules but our parks are like dog urinals.

We have a dog but feel let down by some owners who do not clean up after their dog. Gives responsible owners a bad name,
classing everyone the same. We want to be able to take our young grandchildren to playing areas without the worry of coming
across dog fouling. At times | feel ashamed to call myself a dog owner when witnessing the result of the irresponsible few. The

more sanctions the better to make our streets and recreational areas a better place to experience.

WE NEED LOTS MORE DOG POO BINS And dog parks, then you may see these issues reduce

What we really need is more dog wardens on the ground to enforce these laws.

Why impose additional sanctions on an already legislated area. Only a few dog owners are irresponsible and this should not
penalize the majority. Dog walking and being able to socialise them properly is key to good behaviour, both with dogs and
owners. Children cause more of an issue with littering and disruptive behaviour than dogs but you don't see any sanctions on
them! Unless you are proposing designated play areas for dog only that are spread across the borough then leave this area
alone.

With dog fouling being such a problem in the county | would like to suggest the Dog DNA database being used in parts of
England. Those who volunteer their dog's DNA to be kept on record do so freely, so if any dog mess is found that matches their
dog can be traced to them and delt with accordingly. Those who decide not to be part of the database pay for a dog licence
(about £500 seems fair). This leads to people willingly taking part, meaning the vast majority of dogs will be on record and those
owners not picking up after their dog can be dealt with to the full extent of the law. This punishes neglectfull owners while

responsible owners can continue caring for their dogs in their current and best fashion. Please give this the consideration it

deserves.
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Would appreciate that the council emptied the dog fouling bins a bit more often; they are regularly over following where | live and
when emptied, the bags are left for weeks before collected. Also would appreciate if the council could think where dog owners

are supposed to exercise their dogs if these proposals go through which they will in true CBBC consultation fashion

Would horse owners also be covered with these new proposals? We experienced piles of horse poo along side Nat West Bank
Caerphilly, 26th Dec 2015 after the hunt had visited. At the end of the day these rules are for the minority of dog owners that don't
care about other people, they don't pick up dog waste on paths and parks in regular use. In the appropriate place e.g. out in the
countryside along the rural sections of canal it is more appropriate to flick with a stick into the long grass hedgerow, rather than

carry it for miles until we find a bin.

Would like to see additional dog waste bins with open tops. | have photographed a dog bin on the canal which had a number of
poo bags on top of the bin in which you have to lift the lid. This remained the case for a number of days. This is very unhygienic.

In Cheltenham BC, they have open top bins that you can drop your poo bags into and is much more hygienic.

Yes people need to take more ownership and clean up after their pet, but banning them from areas of recreation when we
already have an obesity crisis is ludicrous. Some dog owners have children, restrict the dog is unfair to the whole family. Parks
need to multi functional and user friendly for all, equality across the board. | would rather see our taxes going towards cleaning

up our streams, walk ways, and even putting appropriate fencing in around sports pitches to help such concerns raised.

Yes use your new officer to deal with the dogs that are a problem

You can change the rules as much as you want but it will be the same people who will take heed and obey the new restrictions.
It will be the same people who ignore and carry on doing what they like and leave their dogs to roam. Tighter Controls should be

placed on the owners who flout the rules not on law abiding people. This is the only way to see an improvement.

You should not make it mandatory for dogs to be on leads in all areas the public have access. That's too wide a remit and
Caerphilly already has limited spaces to exercise dogs. If the dogs aren't aggressive and the owners responsible, leave them be.

We should be encouraging responsible ownership and not punishing the majority.

You strengthen existing legislation by catching offenders not writing more rules. Do something about the problem, start being

effective. Simply identify areas where frequent fouling is evident and make your wardens presence known. People that

incorrectly dispose of poop bags are as much a problem as those who just leave their mess on the floor.
