2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

3. APPLICATION FOR HACKNEY CARRIAGE/PRIVATE HIRE VEHICLE LICENCES  
 
The Taxi and General Sub Committee unanimously RESOLVED that:-  

 
1. For the reasons outlined at the meeting and to the driver when present, and following 

inspection of the vehicle (registration XXXX), the application of XXXX of XXXX, Bedlinog for a 
private hire vehicle licence to carry 8 passengers, be granted. The Sub Committee were of the 
view that there was adequate knee space within the vehicle and reasonable access to all the 
seating areas, and also concluded that there was suitable visibility into the vehicle as to 
ensure the safety of any passengers and the driver. The granting of the licence was subject to 
a condition that the vehicle is not used for school contracts or the transportation of school 
pupils.  
 

2. For the reasons outlined at the meeting and to the driver when present (and following 
inspection of the vehicle), the licensed seating capacity of existing hackney carriage licence 
no. XXX, registration no. XXXX, held by XXXX of XXXX, Bargoed, be increased to carry 6 
passengers.
