My view on the public interest test is that whilst there is a need to
ensure transparency and accountability of a Public Authority for decisions taken in relation to taxi
drivers, this must be balanced against the fact that the information has been received in confidence
and is not aiready in the public domain and at this stage the need to protect the individual’s privacy
outweighs the need for the information to be made public.

This information is not affected by any other statutory provision, which requires the information to be
publicly registered.
