Also the lane at Padfield Cottages is to be blocked off to traffic, which
makes the area safer for people using it to get to the bus stop and will stop the mud and
stones from being spread around and making a terrific mess in the street.

| attended events in the community and enjoyed the Flower Festival at the Institute, which
was fantastic. | was particularly delighted to hear the choir from my old school, Pengam, at
the event. They sounded great! The flower displays were based around shoes and the
displays were as original as they were colourful.
