My view on the public interest test is that whilst there is a need to ensure
transparency and accountability of a Public Authority for decisions taken in relation to licence applicants, this
rust be balanced against the fact that the report contains sensitive personal information about the applicant
which must remain exempt from publication.

Members are asked to consider this factor when determining the public interest test,
which they must decide when considering whether 1o exclude the press and public from the meeting when this
agenda item is being considered.
